What is Treatment Court? 

14-24 months in length

• Target population is high risk/high need

Provides intensive treatment and other services they require to be 
sober and crime free

• High accountability 

Regular and random UA testing

• Frequent court appearances 

Rewarded for doing well or sanctioned when they aren’t in compliance 





Why Treatment Court? 

75% of 
graduates 

remain arrest 
free at least 

three years or 
more

Provides more 
comprehensive 

and closer 
supervision
