Presenting Issue

In 2021 the U.S. Surgeon General issued an
advisory on the youth mental health crisis that
was exposed by the Covid-19 pandemic. This
reinforced the need for additional resources
for youth workers and volunteers working with
our young people. The Minnesota Department
of Agriculture's “Bend, Don't Break” initiative
was to build upon existing efforts to connect
rural Minnesotans with resources to help

reduce stress, anxiety, and crisis situations.

Why Extension?

Youth development professionals and
volunteers must be equipped to meet the
needs of young people by recognizing the
signs of stress and mental health issues and
have the knowledge and skills to support
them. Extension, through the Department of
Youth Development, is uniquely positioned to
reach volunteers and youth through the 4-H
program to deliver programming to bolster
mental health awareness, reduce stigma, and
put resources in the hands of those who work
with youth statewide.
