LAND USE MANAGEMENT DIRECTOR’S REPORT 
PUBLIC HEARING: to consider amendments to Goodhue County Assembly Controls.  Ordinance Proposal 
to update and replace the existing ordinance originally adopted in 1977 to modernize standards with current 
emergency management, traffic, parking, communication, health, and safety practices. 
 
Staff recommended the County Board adopt the staff report into the record and approve the proposed amendments 
to the Goodhue County Assembly Controls Ordinance. 
 
The board discussed adding exemptions for the Breakfast at the Farm events, County Parks, and Trails.

Proposed amendments to the 
SSTS (Subsurface Sewage Treatment System) ordinance to create a process for administrative adjustments to 
setback requirements for complicated lots, detail a local process for addressing contested soil evaluations, and 
clarify architectural features of bedrooms for determining system flows.  
  
Staff recommended the board approve the proposed amendments to the Goodhue County SSTS Ordinance.

Public Health Nuisance Property Abatement Costs.  A property was posted as a public nuisance. The owner did 
not have the means to address the issue at the time. So, they consented to have the County abate the issue and they 
would pay back the cost of the abatement through an assessment. The final treatment was conducted on September 
28, 2018.  Staff recommends the abatement costs be applied to the following parcel: 55-300-0520  and assess the 
costs from the September 28, 2018 treatment ($213.75) to the parcel as follows: annual interest rate of 4.5% on the 
unpaid balance to be paid in full in 1 year, beginning January 1, 2019 unless paid in full by 12:00pm, December 31, 
2018.

HUMAN RESOURCE DIRECTOR’S REPORT 
Personnel Committee Report.  The Personnel Committee met prior to the board meeting with the following item 
on the agenda: 
 
Chief Deputy Sheriff.  Sheriff elect, Marty Kelly, addressed the personnel committee on the salary for the Chief 
Deputy Sheriff who would begin in the position effective January 7, 2019.  His request was to hire the position at 
grade 87, step 7.  The personnel committee discussed the issue and talked about handling the situation similar to 
how others would be handled based on his current rate of pay.  Based on his current rate of pay, he would be on 
step 4 on the 2019 pay scale.  C/Majerus supported step 4.  C/Anderson did not support step 4 without knowing the 
total picture of how things would be laid out within the department.     
 
Sheriff Kris Johnson noted that the candidate has similar experience to the current employee in the position.  In 
addition, based on where current staff was in the department, he felt step 4 was a more appropriate offer versus the 
original request. 
 
C/Drotos questioned managerial experience.  Administrator Arneson clarified that under state statute, the Sheriff 
elect had the authority to hire the chief deputy.  The salary was set at the board’s discretion.  At this time, the 
Sheriff elect feels the candidate has the experience necessary to do the job.

RE: Court Appointed Attorney Contracts 
 
Background Summary: 
Due to cuts in funding for State Public Defenders, beginning in 2009, Goodhue County was forced to  
absorb costs associated with court appointed attorneys in Children in Need of Protection or Services 
(CHIPS), Termination of Parental Rights (TPR),  Truancies, Child Support Contempt, Paternity and 
Commitment and Guardianship/Conservatorship matters.  At that time, county staff met with the Court 
Administrator's Office and Judges to review the process for which attorneys are appointed in these and 
other county paid representation matters.  Staff proposed and the board approved, establishing five 
contracts with interested attorneys.   To date, Court Administration staff, judges and attorneys involved 
have been satisfied with the process.   
 
Recommendation: 
The attached proposed attorney contracts have been discussed with the board at a number of meetings 
throughout the year.  Staff recommends the board approve the proposed three-year contracts at the 
following rates: 
 

  Pay Table A: 
Time period: Rate: 
January 1, 2019- December 31, 2019 $2,000/month 
January 1, 2020- December 31, 2020 $2,100/month 
January 1, 2021- December 31, 2021 $2,250/month

Summary 

It is requested that the County Board approve the attached resolution to accept and approve 

payment of our 2018 seal coat contract.  

 

Background  

This contract was for 26.5 miles of seal coating on CSAHs 2, 5, 10, 24, and CR 51.  The City of 

Red Wing, Dodge County, Florence Township, and Hay Creek Township were also part of the 

2018 seal coat contract.   

 

The contractor for this project was Fahrner Asphalt Sealers, LLC of Eau Claire, WI.  The original 

contract amount was $710,470.06.  The revised contract amount, to include the City of Red Wing 

was $776,447.06.  Final contract amount is $761,129.69. Final payment to the contractor is 

$38,056.48.  Completed contract amount is 1.9% under the revised contract amount.

Background: 
Goodhue County has participated in extra traffic safety projects for a number of years.  
Our current lead staff member in Towards Zero Deaths (TZD) is Deputy Mitch Grabau.  
Deputy Grabau currently attends meetings with other agencies representing Southeast 
Minnesota.  He also sets up the yearly enforcement calendar for Goodhue County to 
participate in TZD enforcement. 
 
Scott McConkey is the current Southern Minnesota Law Enforcement Liaison for the 
Office of Traffic Safety and he is requesting that Deputy Grabau attend the 2019 
Lifesavers National Conference on Highway Safety Priorities in Louisville, Kentucky 
March 31 – April 2, 2019. 
 
The conference addresses distracted driving, safety priorities and solutions, impaired 
driving, occupant protection for children, pedestrian/bicyclist safety, and teen traffic 
safety.   
 
Registration for the conference, airfare, hotel, and meals are reimbursable.  Deputy 
Grabau’s salary is not covered but is in the 2019 budget.   
 
Recommendation: 
Respectfully request the Goodhue County Board of Commissioners approve the out of 
state travel for Deputy Mitch Grabau to attend the Lifesavers National Conference on 
Highway Safety Priorities in Louisville, Kentucky on March 31 to April 2, 2019.  Because 
of a timing issue we can’t wait until the December 20th Budget Committee meeting to get 
approval.

Two of the unmarked squads driven by investigators, which are slated to be 
replaced in 2019, have major problems which would cost more money than 
we think should go into them at this point.   The 2007 Chrysler Pacifica, 
which has 121,000 miles, is not being used anymore as it needs a new 
transmission, new ties and is leaking coolant.  The investigator is currently 
using another investigators squad who is on light duty, but that will come to 
an end soon.  The 2008 Ford Escape, which has 110,400 miles, has an oil 
leak, an exhaust leak, the engine light is on and the rust on the rear hatch is 
causing a water leak into the interior.  The Goodhue County Sheriff’s Office 
would like to make the purchase now so we are not short vehicles.  We have 
looked into pricing, and the pricing is within the 2019 budget figures.

The Applicant owns 2 contiguous parcels comprising 34.26 acres in Stanton Township. He is 
requesting to rezone both parcels from A3 (Urban Fringe District) to R1 (Suburban Residence 
District) to allow him to establish a dwelling on each parcel. The western parcel (25.02 acres) and the 
eastern parcel (9.24 acres) do not meet the A3 district’s 35-acre minimum lot size standard for 
dwelling development.  

The Applicant received a variance from Goodhue County in August 2016 to allow a dwelling to be 
established on the eastern parcel. An extension was granted until August of 2018 but due to health 
reasons, the applicant was unable to establish a dwelling on the property prior to the variance 
expiration date.

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Project Summary: 
Property Information: 
 The subject property consists of 2 contiguous parcels comprising approximately 34.26 acres in 

Stanton Township.  

 The property is currently zoned A3. Adjacent zoning districts are B2 to the east; A3 to the north 
and south; R1 to the west.

 The proposed rezone appears compatible with the goals and objectives of the Goodhue County

The County has received concerns from Stanton Township officials regarding Mr. Lucking’s request 
to rezone his 2 parcels from A3 to R1. There appears to be confusion as to why Mr. Lucking is 
pursuing a rezone request with Goodhue County instead of a density variance which he pursued with 
Stanton Township (and was granted) earlier this year. The confusion has led to uncertainty regarding 
Mr. Lucking’s intentions with the property. 
 
Mr. Lucking received a density variance from Goodhue County in August 2016 that would have 
allowed him to establish a dwelling on his eastern parcel (PID 41.024.2200). He was unable to 
establish the use prior to the variance’s expiration date in August 2018 (a 1-year extension was 
administratively approved).  
 
Mr. Lucking initially approached Goodhue County requesting a density variance for his western 
parcel (PID 41.024.2300) in October. LUM staff directed him to request a rezone change as the 
appropriate means for requesting an increase in density set forth by the “Maximum Density” 
standard (adopted October of 2017). The R1 zoning district is the only district the County currently 
has available to increase dwelling density in the unincorporated areas.  
 
Staff has been informed by Stanton Township that the properties in question are already zoned R1 
under Stanton Township Zoning. Rezoning the properties to R1 at the County level would improve 
consistency with the Township zoning classifications already in place.  
 
Mr. Lucking informed LUM staff that his intention is to rezone both of his properties so that he can 
build a dwelling for himself on one of the properties and sell the other as an eligible dwelling site. If 
the properties were rezoned to R1, Mr. Lucking would have 1 eligible dwelling site on each property. 
 
Once rezoned to R1, future subdivision of the parcels for the creation of additional dwelling sites will 
be required to be by plat. Stanton Township would need to approve a plat before it could be 
recorded. Stanton Township’s existing density overlay and 5-acre minimum lot size requirement 
would also continue to restrict the future ability of the parcels to be subdivided into smaller lots.  
 
We have discussed the request with the City of Cannon Falls. The city has commented they are not 
opposed to the rezone.   
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ARTICLE 10 WORD USAGE AND DEFINITIONS  
 
SECTION 2. DEFINITIONS 
 
MAXIMUM DENSITY. A density standard establishing the maximum number of dwellings allowed 
in a Section, ¼ ¼ Section, District, or Subdivision.

Ryan Bechel presented the staff report and attachments.   

A letter received 11/19/18 from Stanton Township regarding their opposition to a rezone was 
read (Attachment 2) 

A memo from Goodhue County LUM responding to Stanton Township detailing why a rezone 
is necessary and not a variance for an increase in density was read (Attachment 3). 

The Applicant stated that he has a small apple orchard and some sheds on the property that he 
uses when he is harvesting the apples or working in the orchard.  He commented that he does 
not wish to grow the orchard into anything bigger than it currently is.  He stated that he had a 
variance previously for dwellings on the property but the time on those variances lapsed and 
at that time he was undergoing treatment for cancer so he was not in a position to build a new 
home.   

Commissioner Stenerson commented that he was concerned if this was rezoned to R1 that 
would limit the future use of this property.   

Staff noted that his uses would be limited to those allowed in the R1 Zone. This would limit 
larger scale business uses and most agricultural uses. Staff added that due to the proximity of 
the properties to existing residences and the city of Cannon Falls, there is not enough room 
currently to establish a registered feedlot on the site and meet reciprocal setback requirements.  

Chair Fox opened the Public Hearing. 

Ken Burns, Stanton Township Board Member, spoke on behalf of Stanton Township.  He stated 
that the board had approved Lucking’s request to allow 2 dwellings on his two parcels, but the 
township strongly objects to a rezone.  Burns stated that if a rezone would be approved that 
would put pressure on the township to rezone other similar properties.  He stated the township 
is not against Lucking’s request for dwellings, but the township is against a rezone and would 
prefer the county also grant variances to allow the Applicant to establish dwellings. 

Cheryle Peters, Stanton Township clerk, echoed Burns’ comments regarding the objection to 
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the rezone.   

Lisa Hanni explained that the County’s avenue to allow the Applicant to have a dwelling site 
on each property is via a rezone.  The county does not use a variance in this situation.  She also 
reconfirmed with Mr. Burns that currently, the township has the Applicant’s properties zoned 
R1, which is what the county would recommend rezoning it to at the county level.

Summary:  
The Applicant (Stephen Monchamp) owns 4 contiguous parcels comprising 51.28 acres in Florence 
Township. The Applicant is requesting to rezone his easternmost parcel (13.5 acres) from A2 
(General Agriculture District) to R1 (Suburban Residence District) to allow a dwelling to be 
established on the property. Dwelling development density is currently unavailable as the property 
lies within an occupied quarter-quarter section of an A2 zoned district. The applicant intends to sell 
the property in the near future.  

In 2017 Goodhue County amended the zoning ordinance adding language requiring requests for 
increased dwelling density to be pursued through the change of zone process and not through the 
variance process.  

Project Summary: 
Property Information: 
 The subject property consists of a single parcel comprising 13.5 acres. The applicant owns 3 

adjacent parcels (37.78 acres) that are not requested to be rezoned. 

 The property is currently zoned A2.  Adjacent zoning districts are R1 to the south and west; A2 to

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the north and east. Rezoning the parcels to R1 would not appear to have any substantial negative 
impacts to the existing and potential future uses of the surrounding zoning districts.  

 The property is bordered by 2 medium density residential subdivisions to the south and west 
(Oakwood Addition and Eagle Vista Estates). Additional medium density residential 
development exists east of the property along the Mississippi River shoreline. Agricultural land 
and a railroad lie north and east of the subject property.  

 The properties are not located within a Historic Preservation District. It is not anticipated that 
any scenic or historic amenities will be negatively impacted as a result of the proposed rezone. 

 The parcel is not designated shoreland or floodplain. There are some steep slopes and areas that 
qualify as Blufflands in the eastern portion of the parcel. Blufflands and tree and vegetative 
alterations are regulated by Goodhue County’s Zoning Ordinance. Any future disturbance to 
these natural features would be required to conform to the requirements in place designed to 
protect these sensitive areas from the potential negative impacts of development. 
  

Existing/Proposed Uses: 
 The property is currently used as agricultural cropland. The applicant intends to establish a 

dwelling in the southwest corner of the property in the future. A portion of the property may 
continue to be used for agricultural purposes.  

Planning Information: 
 The R1 District is intended to provide a district that defines and protects areas suitable for low to 

medium density residential development as the principal use of the land and to allow related 
facilities desirable for a residential environment. It is also intended that the district allows varying 
densities of development in accordance with the ability to provide water and sewer facilities. 

 The property is currently used for agricultural purposes. There are is no registered feedlots on the 
property or within 1000 feet of the parcel. The Prime Farmland Rating for Agriculture is as 
follows:

 The proposed rezone appears compatible with the goals and objectives of the Goodhue County 
Comprehensive Plan:  

“Support the establishment of rural residences to provide rural living opportunities in the 
unincorporated areas of Goodhue County”  

“Soils with Prime Farmland Rating shall be protected from residential development whenever 
possible” 

 Section 24 is an A2 zoned section with R1 zones situated within it. A2 Districts allow a maximum 
of 12 dwellings per sections with the stipulation that there be no more than one dwelling in each 
quarter-quarter section (40 acres). There are currently 8 dwellings in the A2 count for section 24. 
Dwellings in R1 zones do not count against the density for section based densities. If the property 
is zoned R1, the dwelling county for the A2 portions of the section will be unaffected. Any future 
subdivision of the parcel for dwelling development would require the property be reviewed 
through the platting process.

The Applicant (Stephen Monchamp) was not present to represent the application. 

Ryan Bechel (Bechel) presented the staff report and attachments.   

Commissioner Gale arrived at 6:03 pm. 

Staff summarized a letter received via fax from Bob Kohrs objecting to the rezone request 
(attachment 1). 

Chair Fox opened the Public Hearing. 

Wendy Scofield stated that she is opposed to the rezone because she does not want to see the 
area she lives in turn into a tourist area.  She stated she used to live in Napa Valley, California 
and witnessed incremental rezoning of the area turn it into a tourist destination. She 
continued that she did not want that to happen here.   
3After Chair Fox asked three times for comments, it was moved by Commissioner 
Feuling and seconded by Commissioner Stenerson to close the public hearing. 
Motion carried 7:0  
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There was discussion among Commissioners Stenerson, Pettit, and Fox regarding the potential 
conversion of existing agricultural lands to residential use.  
4Motion by Commissioner Feuling seconded by Commissioner Drazkowski, for the 
Planning Advisory Commission to: 

• Adopt the staff report into the record; 
• Accept the application, testimony, exhibits, and other evidence presented into the 

record; 
• and recommend that the County Board of Commissioners APPROVE the map 

amendment request from Stephen Monchamp to rezone parcel 32.120.0161 from A2 (General 
Agriculture District) to R1 (Suburban Residence District).

PUBLIC HEARINGS: Request for Map Amendment (Rezone) 
Request for map amendment submitted by John (Jack) Lucking to rezone 2 parcels comprising 
34.26 acres from A3 (Urban Fringe District) to R1 (Suburban Residence District). Parcels 
41.024.2200 and 41.024.2300.  3185 Willow Trl. Cannon Falls, MN 55009.  Part of the SE ¼ of 
Sect. 24 Twp 112 Range 18 in Stanton Township. 
 
The Applicant (Jack Lucking) was present to represent the application. 

Ryan Bechel presented the staff report and attachments.   

A letter received 11/19/18 from Stanton Township regarding their opposition to a rezone was 
read (Attachment 2) 

A memo from Goodhue County LUM responding to Stanton Township detailing why a rezone 
is necessary and not a variance for an increase in density was read (Attachment 3). 

The Applicant stated that he has a small apple orchard and some sheds on the property that he 
uses when he is harvesting the apples or working in the orchard.  He commented that he does 
not wish to grow the orchard into anything bigger than it currently is.  He stated that he had a 
variance previously for dwellings on the property but the time on those variances lapsed and 
at that time he was undergoing treatment for cancer so he was not in a position to build a new 
home.   

Commissioner Stenerson commented that he was concerned if this was rezoned to R1 that 
would limit the future use of this property.   

Staff noted that his uses would be limited to those allowed in the R1 Zone. This would limit 
larger scale business uses and most agricultural uses. Staff added that due to the proximity of 
the properties to existing residences and the city of Cannon Falls, there is not enough room 
currently to establish a registered feedlot on the site and meet reciprocal setback requirements.  

Chair Fox opened the Public Hearing. 

Ken Burns, Stanton Township Board Member, spoke on behalf of Stanton Township.  He stated 
that the board had approved Lucking’s request to allow 2 dwellings on his two parcels, but the 
township strongly objects to a rezone.  Burns stated that if a rezone would be approved that 
would put pressure on the township to rezone other similar properties.  He stated the township 
is not against Lucking’s request for dwellings, but the township is against a rezone and would 
prefer the county also grant variances to allow the Applicant to establish dwellings.

property. Given the site is adjacent to existing residential 
development and impacts to future expansion of agriculture in the 
area would be limited we do not anticipate any negative impacts to 
rezoning the property to an R1 zone as the classification is 
compatible with existing and future uses in the surrounding area.  

3. The physical and visual impacts on any scenic or historic amenities within or 
surrounding the proposed parcel. 
It is not anticipated that any scenic or historic amenities will be 
negatively impacted as a result of the proposed rezone.  

Subd. 6 The housing density of the affected Section 
 Section 24 is an A2 zoned section with R1 zones situated within it. A2 Districts 

allow a maximum of 12 dwellings per sections with the stipulation that there 
be no more than one dwelling in each quarter-quarter section (40 acres). 
There are currently 8 dwellings in the A2 count for section 24. Dwellings in R1 
zones do not count against the density for section based densities. If the 
property is zoned R1, the dwelling county for the A2 portions of the section will 
be unaffected. Any future subdivision of the parcel for dwelling development 
would require the property be reviewed through the platting process.  

Subd. 7 The impact on any surrounding agricultural uses 
This property is currently being farmed; there are crop farming activities to 
the north and east of the site. Some of the cropland on the parcel is anticipated 
to remain as cropland. There are no existing registered feedlots within 1000 
feet of the parcel. The change of zone is not expected to negatively impact 
agricultural operations in the immediate vicinity.   

Subd. 8 The impact on the existing transportation infrastructure 
The property is accessed off of Staehli Park RD approximately one half-mile 
west of US HWY 61. The change of zone is not anticipated to negatively impact 
traffic or existing transportation infrastructure.  

Subd. 9 The impact on surrounding zoning districts 
 The property is currently zoned A2.  Adjacent zoning districts are R1 to the 

south and west; A2 to the north and east. Rezoning the parcels to R1 would not 
appear to have any substantial negative impacts to the existing and potential 
future uses of the surrounding zoning districts.  

Subd. 10 A statement concerning the cumulative effect and compatibility of the requested zoning 
change on the affected Township and any cities located within 2 miles of the proposed 
parcel. 
Rezoning the subject parcel to R1 does not appear to have negative cumulative 
effects on the immediate surrounding area or Lake City. The area is used 
primarily for residential and recreational purposes and rezoning the property 
to R1 would be more compatible with the predominant uses.

Summary: 
Staff are proposing a to revise Articles 5, 6, and 11 of the Goodhue County Zoning Ordinance.  
 
-Article 5 is being amended to align “findings” for variances with current state statutes.  
 
-Language concerning non-conforming septic systems is proposed to be struck from Article 6 as 
septic system requirements are addressed in the Goodhue County SSTS ordinance.  
 
-Article 11 Section 30 relating to Non-Agricultural Uses Associated with Agri-tourism is proposed to 
be amended to allow inside event activities to conclude no later than 12:00AM if approved through 
the CUP process (currently 10:00PM). This amendment would allow hours of operation for event 
centers (wedding barns etc.) to be addressed through the CUP process rather than requiring a 
variance in addition to a CUP.  
 
There was discussion at the 11/6/18 County Board public hearing related to the “Table of Uses” and 
whether or not it was clear that uses listed in the table were subject to any applicable Performance 
Standards listed in Article 11 of the Zoning Ordinance. As stated in Article 11 Section 1, “Before any 
building permit or use permit is approved, the Land Use Management Office shall determine 
whether the proposed use will conform to the Performance Standards. The developer or 
landowners shall supply data necessary to demonstrate such conformance”. It should be noted that 
all permit requests are required to conform with the entirety of the Goodhue County Zoning 
Ordinance regardless of the particular section a use is listed in. For example, an administrative 
permit request for a Tier-1 Home Business must follow all floodplain and shoreland rules even 
though they are not specifically listed as a Home Business performance standard.  
 
PAC Recommendation:  
The Planning Advisory Commission recommends the County Board of Commissioners adopt the staff 
report into the record, and APPROVE the proposed amendments to the Goodhue County Zoning 
Ordinance.

Goodhue County Zoning Ordinance Article 5  Amended August 19, 2014 

 

ARTICLE 5 VARIANCES AND APPEALS 

SECTION 1.    VARIANCES AND APPEALS  
The Board of Adjustment shall have the authority to order the issuance of variances, hear and 
direct appeals from and review any order, requirement, decision, or determination made by any 
administrative official charged with enforcing any adopted ordinance pursuant to MN Statues 
Chapter 394 and the provisions of sections 394.21 to 394.37, order the issuance of permits for 
buildings in areas designated for future public use on an official map, and perform such other 
duties as required by the official controls.  

SECTION 2.    APPLICATION FOR VARIANCE 
Subd. 1. An application for a variance shall be submitted to the Zoning Administrator with the 

required fees; the application shall be accompanied by development plans showing 
such information as the Zoning Administrator may reasonably require for purpose of 
this Ordinance.  The application must contain sufficient information for the Board of 
Adjustment to determine whether the proposed variance will meet all applicable 
development standards if the variance is granted.  In all cases, the application shall 
include: 

A. The name and address of the applicant; 
B. The legal description of the property involved in the request for the variance; 
C. The names and addresses of the fee owner(s) of the property or an authorized 

agent(s). 
D. A site plan, as defined in Article 10, showing all pertinent dimensions, buildings 

and significant natural features having an influence on the variance; 
E. Evidence that all necessary state and federal permits have been obtained or 

submitted for approval; 
F. Evidence that property taxes are current on the parcel(s) involved in the 

variance request; 
G. The variance request and a statement outlining the unique or particular 

situation or practical difficulties involved in creating the need for a variance. 

Subd. 2.     Findings for Variance. In granting a variance, the Board of Adjustment may impose 
conditions directly related to, and bearing a rough proportionality with, the impact(s) 
created by the variance. Before any such variance may be granted, the Board of 
Adjustment shall specify in their findings, the facts in each case which shall establish: 

A. That there are exceptional circumstances applying to the property involved or to 
the intended use of the property that do not apply generally to other property or 
uses in the same class of district; 

B. That owing to such exceptional circumstances the literal enforcement of 
specified provisions of this Ordinance would result in practical difficulty not 
created by or attributable to the applicant or the owner of the property; 

C. That such variance is necessary for the preservation and enjoyment of a 
substantial property right of the subject property, possessed by other property in 
the same class of district;  
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D. That the granting of such variance will not be materially detrimental to the 
public welfare or materially injurious to the property or improvements in the 
vicinity; and 

E. That the granting of such variance will be in harmony with the general purpose 
and intent of this Ordinance and demonstrates compliance with the Goodhue 
County Comprehensive Plan. 

A. The variance request is in harmony with the general purposes and intent of the 
official control; 

B. The variance request is consistent with the Goodhue County comprehensive 
plan; 

C. The applicant has established Practical Difficulties exist in complying with the 
official control; 

D. Granting the variance request would not allow any use that is not allowed in the 
zoning district in which the subject property is located. 

Subd. 3. In the case of variances, the determination of the Board of Adjustment shall be final 
except that appeals therefrom may be taken. An appeal from a determination of the 
Board of Adjustment shall be filed with the Goodhue County District Court within 
thirty (30) days, after receipt of the notice of the decision. An appeal shall stay all 
proceedings in furtherance of the action appealed from, unless a stay would cause 
imminent peril to life or property. 

 

 

 

ARTICLE 10 WORD USAGE AND DEFINITIONS 

SECTION 2.    DEFINITIONS  
  PRACTICAL DIFFICULTY.   The same as the term is defined in Minnesota Statues, 

Chapter 394. "Practical difficulties," as used in connection with the granting of a 
variance, means that the property owner proposes to use the property in a reasonable 
manner not permitted by an official control; the plight of the landowner is due to 
circumstances unique to the property not created by the landowner; and the variance, 
if granted, will not alter the essential character of the locality. Economic 
considerations alone do not constitute practical difficulties. Practical difficulties 
include, but are not limited to, inadequate access to direct sunlight for solar energy 
systems. 

 

 



Subd. 6. Appeals. An appeal from any order, requirement, decision, or determination of any administrative​
official shall be taken in such time as shall be prescribed by the ordinance creating the board of adjustment​
by filing with the board of adjustment a notice of appeal specifying the grounds thereof. The board of​
adjustment shall fix a reasonable time for the hearing of the appeal and give due notice thereof to the appellant​
and the officer from whom the appeal is taken and to the public and decide the same within a reasonable​
time which shall be defined in the ordinance establishing the board of adjustment. An appeal stays all​
proceedings in furtherance of the action appealed from unless the board of adjustment to whom the appeal​
is taken certifies that by reason of the facts stated in the certificate a stay would cause imminent peril to life​
or property. The board of adjustment may reverse or affirm wholly or partly, or may modify the order,​
requirement, decision, or determination appealed from and to that end shall have all the powers of the officer​
from whom the appeal was taken and may direct the issuance of a permit. The reasons for the board's decision​
shall be stated in writing.​

Subd. 7. Variances; practical difficulties. The board of adjustment shall have the exclusive power to​
order the issuance of variances from the requirements of any official control including restrictions placed​
on nonconformities. Variances shall only be permitted when they are in harmony with the general purposes​
and intent of the official control and when the variances are consistent with the comprehensive plan. Variances​
may be granted when the applicant for the variance establishes that there are practical difficulties in complying​
with the official control. "Practical difficulties," as used in connection with the granting of a variance, means​
that the property owner proposes to use the property in a reasonable manner not permitted by an official​
control; the plight of the landowner is due to circumstances unique to the property not created by the​
landowner; and the variance, if granted, will not alter the essential character of the locality. Economic​
considerations alone do not constitute practical difficulties. Practical difficulties include, but are not limited​
to, inadequate access to direct sunlight for solar energy systems. Variances shall be granted for earth sheltered​
construction as defined in section 216C.06, subdivision 14, when in harmony with the official controls. No​
variance may be granted that would allow any use that is not allowed in the zoning district in which the​
subject property is located. The board of adjustment may impose conditions in the granting of variances. A​
condition must be directly related to and must bear a rough proportionality to the impact created by the​
variance.​

Subd. 8. Filing orders. A certified copy of any order issued by the board of adjustment acting upon an​
appeal from an order, requirement, decision or determination by an administrative official, or a request for​
a variance, shall be recorded with the county recorder or registrar of titles. The order issued by the board of​
adjustment shall include the legal description of the property involved. The board by ordinance shall designate​
the county official or employee responsible for meeting the requirements of this subdivision.​

Subd. 9. Appeal to district court. All decisions by the board of adjustment in granting variances or in​
hearing appeals from any administrative order, requirement, decision, or determination shall be final except​
that any aggrieved person or persons, or any department, board or commission of the jurisdiction or of the​
state shall have the right to appeal within 30 days, after receipt of notice of the decision, to the district court​
in the county in which the land is located on questions of law and fact.​

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ARTICLE 6    NON-CONFORMING USES 

SECTION 1.    NON-CONFORMING BUILDINGS AND USES 
Subd. 1. No building which has been damaged by fire, explosion, flood, act of God, or the 

public enemy to the extent of more than fifty (50) percent of its value shall be 
restored, except in conformity with the regulations of this Ordinance. 

Subd. 2. Buildings found to be non-conforming only by reason of height, yard or area 
requirements shall be exempt from the provisions of Subdivision 1 of this Article. 

Subd. 3. In the event that a non-conforming use of any building or premises is discontinued or 
its normal operation stopped for a period of one (1) year, the use of the same shall 
thereafter conform to the regulations of the district in which it is located.  The 
Assessor shall notify the Zoning Administrator in writing of instances of non-
conforming uses which have been discontinued for a period of twelve (12) months. 

Subd. 4. The lawful use of a building existing at the time of the adoption of this Ordinance may 
be continued, although such use does not conform with the provisions hereof.  If no 
structural alterations are made, a non-conforming use of a building may be changed to 
another non-conforming use of the same or more restricted classification.  The 
foregoing provisions shall also apply to non-conforming uses in districts hereafter 
changed.  Whenever a non-conforming use of a building has been changed to a more 
restricted use or to a conforming use, such use shall not thereafter be changed to a less 
restricted use. 

Subd. 5. Alterations may be made to a residential building containing non-conforming 
residential units when they will improve the livability of such units, provided, 
however, that they do not increase the number of dwelling units in the building, or 
increase the non-conformity. 

Subd. 6. Maintenance of a building or other structure containing or used by a non-conforming 
use will be permitted when it includes necessary, non-structural repairs and incidental 
alterations which do not extend or intensify the non-conforming building or use.  
Nothing in this Ordinance shall prevent the placing of a structure in safe condition 
when said structure is declared unsafe by the County Zoning Administrator. 

Subd. 7. If in the event of a change of zoning district classification, any use is rendered non-
conforming as a result of such change, Section 1 through 5, inclusive, of this Article 
shall apply. 

SECTION 2.    NON-CONFORMING SIGNS 
Subd. 1. No sign erected before the passage of this Ordinance shall be rebuilt, altered or moved 

to a new location without being brought into compliance with the requirements of this 
Ordinance. 

Subd. 2. In the event that the use of a non-conforming advertising sign structure is 
discontinued or its normal operation stopped for a period of six (6) months, said 
structure shall be removed by the owner or lessor at the request of the Board of 
County Commissioners. 
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SECTION 3.    NON-CONFORMING JUNKYARDS 
No junkyard may continue as a non-conforming use for more than sixty (60) months after the 
effective date of this Ordinance, except that it may continue as a conditional use in an industrial or 
agricultural district if within that period it is completely enclosed within a building or contained 
within a continuous solid fence and/or landscaping not less than eight (8) feet high so as to screen 
completely the operation of the junkyard.  Plans of such building or fence shall be reviewed by the 
Planning Commission and approved by the County Board before it is erected. 

SECTION 4.    FLOODPLAIN STRUCTURAL ALTERATIONS 
Subd. 1. Any alteration or addition to a non-conforming structure or non-conforming use 

which would result in increasing the flood damage potential of that structure or use 
shall be protected by the RFPE in accordance with any of the elevation on fill or flood-
proofing techniques (i.e, FP-1 through FP-4 flood-proofing classifications) allowable 
in the State Building Code, except as further restricted in Subd. 2. 

Subd. 2. The cost of any structural alterations or additions to any non-conforming structure 
over the life of the structure shall not exceed fifty (50) percent of the market value of 
the structure unless the conditions of this Section are satisfied.  The cost of all 
structural alterations and additions constructed since the adoption of the County's 
initial floodplain controls must be calculated into today's current cost which will 
include all costs such as construction materials and a reasonable cost placed on all 
manpower or labor.  If the current cost of all previous and proposed alterations and 
additions exceeds fifty (50) percent of the current market value of the structure, then 
the structure must meet the standards of Section 4 or 5 of Article 32 for new 
structures depending on whether the structure is in the Floodway or Flood Fringe, 
respectively. 

SECTION 5.    NONCONFORMING SEWAGE TREATMENT SYSTEMS 
Subd.  1. Goodhue County will implement a notification or education program that is oriented 

toward convincing substantial numbers of property owners in shoreland areas to 
evaluate their sewage systems and voluntarily upgrade the sewage treatment system if 
non-conforming. 
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ARTICLE 11    PERFORMANCE STANDARDS 

SECTION 30.    NON-AGRICULTURAL USES ASSOCIATED WITH 
AGRICULTURAL TOURISM  
Subd. 1. Non-agriculturally related uses that are associated with Agricultural Tourism as defined 

in Article 10 (Definitions) may be permitted in the A-1, A-2, or A-3 Zone Districts subject 
to approval subject to approval of a zoning permit by the Zoning Administrator for up to 
two (2) events/activities per calendar year.  The right to utilize property for more than 
two events/activities per calendar year is subject to approval of a conditional use permit 
or an interim use permit by the Board of County Commissioners. The following 
information must be provided with a zoning permit, interim use or conditional use 
permit: In addition to submittal requirements set forth Article 4 (Conditional and 
Interim Uses), the following information must be provided with a conditional use permit 
or interim use permit application. 

A. Plan drawn to an appropriate scale for effective interpretation. 

B. Property boundaries, onsite parking areas and access roads. 

C. Existing uses on adjacent properties and distance of dwellings within 500 feet of 
the property boundary. 

D. Existing and proposed structures with maximum capacity of each building where 
guests have access as required to comply with building code and applicable fire 
safety requirements. 

E. Location of temporary toilet facilities, which may be required. 

F. Location of any existing or proposed wells or Subsurface Wastewater Treatments 
Systems (SSTS). 

G. A written description of the planned activities providing including maximum 
number of guests/visitors. 

H. Frequency and number of activities proposed in a calendar year. 

I. Hours of Operation/Activity including set-up/clean-up for activities and events.  

J. Maximum number of guests for any activity. 

K. Proposed site lighting or landscaping. 

L. Anticipated maximum number of vehicle trips per day. 

Subd. 2 Performance Standards.   

In addition to all other applicable zoning ordinance requirements including but not 
limited to the review criteria (findings) included in Article 4, Section 5, the following 
items shall be considered by the Planning Advisory Commission and County Board when 
reviewing a Conditional Use Permit or Interim Use Permit Application for various Non-
Agricultural Uses associated with Agricultural Tourism.  

A. The size of the function and the number of expected guests on the property at one 
time shall be determined at the sole discretion of the County based on parcel size, 
proximity to adjacent neighbors and the ability of the applicant to demonstrate 
that there will be no unreasonable adverse impact on the neighbors from the 
noise, traffic, trespass, light or other impacts deemed relevant by the County. 
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B. There is adequate provision for parking of vehicles so that there is no parking on 
public roads and adequate setbacks from adjacent properties are maintained. 
Temporary parking areas may be approved at the sole discretion of the County. 
Parking areas must be a minimum of forty (40) feet from all property lines, and 
appropriately screened from neighboring property. Light sources shall be 
directed downwards and shielded to prevent light being directed off the 
premises. 

C. The County may require a planted buffer between adjacent properties and 
parking or building if it is determined that such a buffer is necessary to avoid 
adverse impacts on adjacent properties. 

D. All State of Minnesota and Goodhue County requirements related to Water and 
Subsurface Wastewater Treatment Systems must be met. 

E. Outside, sales related activities must shall be completed during daylight hours. 
Inside activities must shall be completed by 10:00 PM unless approved through 
the CUP process to conclude no later than 12:00 PM (midnight). 

F. Any on-site preparation and handling of food or beverages must comply with all 
applicable Federal, State or Local Standards. 

G. The owner/operator will maintain a log of the activities occurring at the included 
activity/event dates, group identity, times and number of guests. 

H. The site plan with the above written descriptions along with any condition added 
during Planning Advisory Commission and/or County Board review will become 
a part of any approved conditional use permit or interim use permit. 
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the rezone.   

Lisa Hanni explained that the County’s avenue to allow the Applicant to have a dwelling site 
on each property is via a rezone.  The county does not use a variance in this situation.  She also 
reconfirmed with Mr. Burns that currently, the township has the Applicant’s properties zoned 
R1, which is what the county would recommend rezoning it to at the county level.

The Southeastern Minnesota EMS Regional System serves Freeborn, Mower, 
Fillmore, Houston, Winona, Olmsted, Dodge, Steele, Rice, Wabasha and Goodhue 
counties in Southeastern Minnesota.  We are governed by a Joint Powers Board 
consisting of one county commissioner from each of the eleven counties in our 
region. Since 1984, the Southeastern Minnesota EMS Regional System has been 
committed to providing education and support to EMS providers, Fire 
Departments, Police Departments, as well as the public.  Our focus on medical 
education for our EMS providers is to assure they have the most up to date skills 
and knowledge to be able to provide quality patient care to the members of their 
communities.  By providing continuing education, operational support, and 
medical direction to over 50 EMS, Fire, and Law Enforcement agencies in eleven 
counties, these departments are well equipped to confront medical emergencies 
within their communities.  In addition, SE Minnesota EMS provides staff and 
resources to inform the public of safety hazards that can affect us all, particularly 
seat-belt awareness, distracted driving, and facing the opioid epidemic.  
 
All these initiatives have traditionally been funded thru seat-belt fines collected in 
Minnesota.  Over the last decade, the seat belt compliance rate in the state has risen 
from 75% to 94%.  While that’s good news for public safety, the decrease in fines 
has led to a substantial decrease in our funding.  To help provide long-term 
sustainable (and stable) funding, our SE Minnesota EMS Joint Powers Board has 
voted to ask each of the eleven counties in the SE region to appropriate $5000 
annually to the funding of our program. This amount will directly contribute to 
providing continuing education (EMS, fire, law enforcement, and the public), 
operational support, and assistance programs (such as Critical Incident Stress 
Debriefings, etc.) to every county in our region. 
 
Ove the past 6 years, some of our programs that support our volunteer EMS 
providers in the SE region have had to be eliminated due to the lack of funding 
provided by Seatbelt fines.  Every program is important to our volunteers, 
especially our First Responder agencies who are not able to bill for their services 
and raise most of their funding by pancake breakfasts and bake sales. 
One of our programs is the Medical Direction Consortium which provides a vital 
service to our EMS providers by providing Medical Direction, education and 
training to keep their medical knowledge up to date.  With 17 Ambulance Services 
and 34 First Responder groups in the Medical Direction Consortium, our agency is 
filling a vital training and oversight need for these ESSENTIAL services.  When

Summary: 
On September 18, 2018, the county board set the 2019 preliminary levy at $36,200,517, which 
represents an increase of $3,200,217 over the 2018 levy.  At this time, the current 2019 
budget and levy requests reflect the following: 
 

2019 Preliminary Budget = $66,734,178 
2019 Preliminary Levy = $35,963,370 

 
The 2019 Budget and Tax public discussion meeting is scheduled for Thursday, December 6, 
2018, at 6:00 p.m.  The proposed budget and levy request will also be on the county board 
agenda that evening in the event the board would like to take action that evening.   
 
Overview: 
The year 2019, represents the second year of our two-year budget cycle, thus, the board 
received the first draft of the 2019 budget in August of 2017.  There have been numerous 
updates and shifting back and forth of capital projects between years.  An updated capital 
plan, along with previous budget reports are included to help you follow along.   
 
A summary of the key factors include: 
 

• Healthcare renewal rate of 8.1% 
• Bonding for Public Works Roof Project = $570,000 
• Projected Local Optional Sales Tax Revenue (LOST) = $2,000,000 
• Treatment Court Grant Revenues ($500,000 over 4 years) =$125,000 
• South Country Health Alliance Cash Call Payment = $200,000 
• Park Master Plan Projects = $160,000 

 



 

 

In addition to the above key factors, the board also approved budgeting an additional 
$200,000 for road construction projects and an additional $100,000 for the implementation 
of a treatment court in Goodhue County. 
 
Since the board set the preliminary levy in September, a number of updates were made to 
contribute to the reduced projected need for 2019.   
 

• Health care open enrollment changes, along with staffing updates, have accounted for 
a reduction in personnel costs of $184,425.   
 

• With it being later in the year, we are able to get a better feel for projected revenues.  
The revised budget includes updated revenues for general government interest, permit 
fees, and probation officer salary reimbursements.   

 
• More accurate estimates on a number of expenses and projects in the capital plan 

including the government center mural project.     
 
Recommendation: 
Staff recommends the County Board approve the following resolutions adopting the 2019 Budget 
and Levy and proposed capital plan as presented.  This represents a levy increase of $2,963,370 
(8.98%) over the 2018 approved Levy.

Summary: 
Minnesota State Statue established September 30 as the deadline for the County to certify to 
the County Auditor the proposed property tax levy for taxes payable in the following year.  
The final levy (which can be lower, not higher than the preliminary levy) will be approved by 
the board at the December 18, 2018 Board meeting.   
 
Background: 
On August 9, 2018, the board was presented with the updated 2019 proposed preliminary 
budget and levy request, which included bonding for $1.3 million in capital projects.  At that 
time, numbers reflected the following: 
 

2019 Preliminary Budget = $64,272,832 
2019 Preliminary Levy = $35,247,617 

 
At the August 14, 2018 budget workshop, much of the discussion was around what projects 
should be included in bonding.  In the end, the consensus was to shift a portion of the 
proposed bonding projects back to the operating or capital budget and bond for only the 
public works roof project in 2019.  An updated capital plan is attached for your review.  Since 
that time, the county has also received a finalized health care renewal rate of 8.1% for 2019.  
With those adjustments, the proposed 2019 preliminary levy is $36,000,517. 
 
Recently, it has been brought to our attention that due to a shortfall from South Country 
Health Alliance, the county may be required to make a payment into the reserved bank 
account to recover past and current claims.  Depending on how the board choses to address 
this payment, it could impact our levy.  A Committee of the Whole meeting to discuss the 



 

 

issue with representatives from South Country is scheduled prior to the board meeting on 
Tuesday.

Summary: 
The board received the first draft of the 2019 preliminary budget and levy last August as part 
of the county’s two-year budgeting cycle.  Attached for your review is the updated 2019 
preliminary budget and levy request.  Current numbers reflect the following: 
 

2019 Preliminary Budget = $64,272,832 
2019 Preliminary Levy = $35,247,617 

 
The 2019 proposed budget represents an increase in levy of $2,247,617 over the 2018 
approved levy.  Preliminary estimates calculate this would be a flat tax rate.  More accurate 
calculations on the tax rate will be available the end of September.  
 
Background: 
The proposed budget includes the following assumptions: 

 
Staffing.  Personnel costs in 2019 makes up 53% ($34,077,263) of the county’s overall 
budget.  The calendar year 2019 represents year three of the three-year board approved 
contracts with employees receiving a 3% increase in wages. In addition, step increases have 
been budgeted where appropriate.   State legislation also approved an increase in Police and 
Fire PERA of 1.5% implemented over a two-year period.  Goodhue County currently employs 
the following: 
 

Total headcount is 353 
 323 full-time employees 
 8 part-time (.5 FTE & up) 
 7 board members (5 commissioners + 2 HHS board members) 
 17 summer help & casual employees (<14 hours per week) 



 

 

 
 
Other staffing assumptions factored into the proposed budget include: 

 New appraiser position in Appraiser’s Office:  $71,000 
 Attorney II promotion in County Attorney’s Office:  $3,826.21 (net savings overall with 

County Attorney retirement) 
 Board approved increase in 4H Coordinator Contract-Extension Office:  $1,588 
 County contribution to Treatment Court:  $100,000    

 
Health Care.  Goodhue County currently offers two High Deductible Health Plans (HDHP) 
with an associated Health Savings Account (HSA).  The current budget assumes an 8.1% 
increase in premium costs over 2018.  We anticipate receiving the final premium increase at 
the end of August.    
 
Outside Agency Funding.  Outside Agencies attended the June Budget Committee 
meeting to address their funding requests.  The Budget Committee had split 
recommendations on funding levels.  Thus, for budgeting purposes, we have factored in 
requests for those agencies that the county has funded in the past.   Following is the list of 
requests received by the county. Staff requests board direction on how to proceed.  

 

 
*have not received county funding in the past, thus have not been included in the budget. 

 
In 2018, the Cannon Valley Trail made an additional request to the county for $100,000 to be 
used for capital improvements over the next ten years.  While it is a ten-year improvement 
plan, the request was for two years, anticipating renewing the request bi-annually.  The 
calendar year 2019 marks year two of the plan.    
 
In addition to the above listed outside agencies, the county board recently approved a new 
five-year contract with SELCO similar to what they have had in the past.  This contract calls 
for an increase each year based on the increase in Consumer Price Index (CPI).  Thus, for

2019 the allocation to SELCO is $502,999. The state-certified level of library support for 
Goodhue County is $338,735.   
Following the budget committee, we received two additional requests:  Minnesota Rural 
Counties (MRC)-membership dues of $2,900 and the Preston Veteran’s Home Project.  
 
Public Works.  At the July 24, 2018 board meeting, the county board approved the .5% 
Local Optional Sales Tax (LOST) along with a list of road construction projects.  An 
anticipated $2,000,000 annually of additional road construction funding will be included in 
each year’s budget.  The first three years of LOST will be budgeted to pay for the county’s 
portion ($6 million) of MnDOT projects on TH52, CSAH 8 (Hader Interchange) and CSAH 14 
(grading and disconnect) in 2021. In addition, at the January 16, 2018 board meeting, the 
board approved increasing the local levy contribution for road construction by $200,000 
annually.   
 
Capital.  At the July 24, 2018 board meeting, the board approved a solid waste agreement 
with the city of red wing.  This continues along the path to adopt a solid waste designation 
ordinance, which would allow the county to move the county landfill into the closed landfill 
program, with the intent to bond for the associated costs.  Staff has reviewed other capital 
projects the board may consider to include in bonding.  A revised capital plan detailing the 
proposed bonding projects for 2019 is included.  The proposed capital budget includes a levy 
of $1,295,035 and assumes $1,320,000 in bonding. 
     
Other Assumptions:   

 County Program Aid.  The Minnesota Department of Revenue has certified the 2019 
county program aid for Goodhue County = $1,578,825, which is a reduction of $58,681 
over the 2018 level.  

 Jail Revenues.  The Department of Corrections board their inmates at the Goodhue 
County ADC when they have more inmates than beds, or when they do not have 
enough staff to handle all their inmates.  Within the last year, the DOC inmate 
numbers have decreased at the state facilities, thus Goodhue County has received less 
inmates.  We are in constant communications with the Department of Corrections and 
they are aware we are open to take on additional DOC inmates at any time.   
 The current jail contract with the DOC is in effect until June 30, 2019.  This 

contract pays the ADC $55.00/day per DOC inmate.   
 The ADC housed an average daily population (ADP) of 36 inmates in June 2018, 

which is down from an ADP of 65 in June 2017.    
 The 2019 budget includes DOC Detainee Board Revenues = $717,000, which 

represents a decrease in revenues of $607,000 over the 2018 budgeted amount.   
 The 2019 total jail revenues are based on an average daily population of 108 as 

the 2018 revenues were based on an average daily population of 131.     
 Medical Examiners Contract.  Representatives from the Medical Examiner’s office 

presented to the Committee of the Whole on June 5, 2018.  The board will be asked to 
approve a new five-year contract at the August 9 board meeting which calls for an 
increase of 2% or $2,725 over the 2018 rates.  The draft budget includes the proposed 
increase. 

 District Court Budget.  The District Court budget consists of court expenses not 
covered by the state including Attorney’s fees, Physician and Medical fees, and Sexual 
Assault Exams. We have seen an increase in these line items over the last few years and 
have adjusted the 2019 budget by $55,000 to reflect the trend. 



 

 

 Recorder Technology/Compliance Revenues.   We continue to capitalize on the use of 
Recorder Compliance and Technology revenues wherever possible.  Currently, these 
funds are being used in the Assessor’s Office, GIS, Recorder’s Office and IT to offset 
allowable expenses. 

 Housing Study.  There has been much discussion throughout the past year with area 
organizations and other governmental agencies regarding the need for housing. Local 
cities have requested the county participate in a countywide study with the county’s 
share costing $15,000.  This expense will be included in the SEMMCHRA levy request 
and has not been budgeted in the county budget.   

 Future Fund Balance.  The county pays employees on a bi-weekly basis, thus every 11 
years we face a 27th pay period.  To void a spike in levy, we budget $75,000 annually to 
future fund balance to offset this expense.  In addition, we also budget $250,000 in 
future fund balance to the building contingency fund.    

 Use of Fund Balance=$177,902.  The following use of fund balance has been included 
in this budget: 
 $15,000 Employee Training- employee training and tuition reimbursements  
 $162,902 Compensated Absences- vacation/sick payouts and biometric testing 

 
Conclusion: 
At this time, the board has not committed to scheduling any budget workshops to discuss the 
proposed budget information.  Staff will ask the board to set the preliminary levy at the 
September 18, 2018 county board meeting.
