WHEREAS On March 11, 2021, President Joseph Biden signed into law the American Rescue Plan Act; and  
WHEREAS The American Rescue Plan Act provides $1.9 trillion in mandatory funding, program changes, and 
tax policies at mitigating the continuing effects of the pandemic; and  
WHEREAS The American Rescue Plan Act provides $350 billion to help states, counties, cities, and tribal 
governments support public health expenditures, address negative economic impacts caused by the public health 
emergency, replace lost public sector revenue, provide premium pay for essential workers, invest in water, 
sewer, and broadband infrastructure; and  
WHEREAS The State of Minnesota shall receive $2,833,294,345., Metro Cities shall receive $595,469,892., 
Counties shall receive $1,109,493,613., Other Non-Counties shall receive $420,231,455.; and  
WHEREAS With approval of this Resolution, Goodhue County is set to receive $9,001,002. with 50% of the 
Funds to be received in May 2021 and the remainder to be received approximately 12 months after the receipt 
of the first half; and  
WHEREAS Goodhue County will have approximately three years by which to expend said funds; and 
WHEREAS Goodhue County understands that these funds are subject to the requirements under the Single 
Audit Act (31 U.S.C. 7501-7507) and the related provisions of the Uniform Guidance, 2 C.F.R. 200.303 
regarding internal controls, 200.330 through 200.332 regarding sub-recipient monitoring and management, and 
subpart F regarding audit requirements.  
NOW THEREFORE LET IT BE RESOLVED THAT, Goodhue County approves for the Goodhue County 
Finance Director to submit for American Rescue Plan Act Funds in the amount $9,001,002.  
BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, With upcoming clarification and guidance, staff will bring back a plan for the 
County Board to discuss and approve prior to expending the use of these funds and will abide by all Federal, 
State, and County rules and laws for the use and disbursement of these funds.

County Ditch #1 Change Order.  This issue was added to the agenda at the start of the meeting.  The current 
contractor for the culvert replacement on County Ditch #1, DeCook Drainage, offered an option of aluminized steel 
pipe, which would reduce the cost of the culvert by $12,392.64.  However, the aluminized steel could decrease the 
life.  In addition, re-using the current culvert was not an option.  The township is required to maintain the culvert. 
 
C/Greseth questioned who had the authority over the culvert and was concerned about making it fair for Kenyon 
Township.  Ms. Hanni commented that according to state statute the township needs to maintain the culvert so that it 
doesn’t obstruct the system and right now, it is obstructing the system.  In addition, pulling out of the contract would 
cause legal issues as well as delay the project. 
 
County Engineer, Greg Isakson, recommended the board not pull out or cancel the contract.  In addition, the road 
authority is the township and it was their responsibility.   
 
C/Anderson commented that the board will act in good faith with the township and suggested waiting until the whole 
project was complete. 
 
Administrator Arneson commented that if the board was planning to make up the difference, the board would need to 
decide where those funds would come from because this was a ditch project and for a ditch project you are not 
supposed to use funds from outside that assessment area.

2. The following activities are prohibited in the park: 

a. To engage in any brawling or fighting, or to engage in offensive, obscene, abusive, boisterous or 
noisy conduct or to engage in offensive, obscene, or abusive language tending reasonably to arouse 
alarm, anger, or resentment in others. 
b. To display or to have in one's possession glass bottle containers. 
c. To use or have in one's possession alcoholic beverages in containers larger than two liters. 
d. To be in possession of or under the influence of any drug which is in violation of federal or state 
law. 
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e. To burn or otherwise dispose of garbage, refuse, or trash of any kind except to dispose of the same 
in receptacles provided for that purpose. Only garbage, refuse, or trash generated at the park is allowed 
to be disposed of in the receptacles provided. 
f. To dispose of cut grass, tree trimmings, or personnel property on the park grounds. 
g. To operate or park any motor vehicle within the boundaries of the park except upon designated 
roads or parking areas. 
h. To operate any vehicle in a reckless manner or at a speed in excess of the posted speed limit. (10 
mph) 
i. To cut, damage, or remove trees, shrubs, plants, and other vegetation. 
j. To hunt or disturb wildlife. 
k. To deface, damage, or remove any park property. 
l. To wash dishes in park buildings. 
m. To clean fish in park buildings, other than the designated fish cleaning station. 
n. To discharge wastewater or sewage onto park property. 
o. To use, point, discharge or display uncased firearms or other dangerous weapons including 
explosives, air guns, slingshots, traps, seines, nets, bows, and arrows. 
p. To place picnic tables in the lake. 
q. To be present in the park outside park open hours. 
r. To be in violation of park quiet hours. 
 

3. Vehicles with boat trailers must park in the boat trailer parking lot. Vehicles without trailers must park in 
the non-boat trailer parking lot. Units parked in the incorrect area may be cited and towed at the vehicle 
owner’s expense. 
4. The loading/unloading zone has a maximum parking time limit of 10 minutes. Vehicles in violation of this 
ordinance may be cited and towed at the vehicle owner’s expense. 
5. The boat slips have a maximum docking time of 1 hour. Watercraft in violation of this ordinance may be 
cited at the watercraft owner’s expense. All watercraft must be removed from the slips before the park closes 
at 10:00 p.m. No overnight dockage of watercraft. 
6. Pets are welcome in Byllesby Park, as long as they are kept on a leash six feet or shorter and are personally 
attended at all times. Only Certified Service Animals are allowed in buildings and designated swimming 
areas. All droppings must be picked up and disposed of. Pets shall not deprive or disrupt the enjoyment or use 
of the park by others. 
7. Horses are restricted to the roadways and designated parking areas. All droppings must be picked up and 
removed.  
8. Fires are allowed in grills only. Open campfires are prohibited.  
9. Any person who violates this ordinance is guilty of a misdemeanor, and subject to immediate removal from 
the park.  
10. This ordinance will take effect upon Goodhue County Board approval and replaces all previous versions 
of said Ordinance.

MnDOT is 
requesting to detour TH 52 traffic onto our CSAH 10 and CSAH 12 from TH 52 to TH 57 back to TH 
52, during this project.  MnDOT would compensate the County for the road life consumed by this 
detour and the maintenance of the detour by the terms outlined in the attached agreement.  Without 
this agreement, MnDOT does not have a method to reimburse the County for the road life consumed 
by TH traffic during the detour.

This Agreement is between the State of Minnesota, acting through its Commissioner of Transportation ("State") and 
Goodhue County acting through its Board of Commissioners "County". 

Recitals  

1. The State is about to perform reconstruction of south bound lanes and replace Bridge Nos. 9414, 9483, 
9659, and 9660 and overlay north bound lanes construction upon, along, and adjacent to Trunk Highway 
No. 52 from 1.1 miles north of T.H. 60 to 1.3 miles north of County State Aid Highway (C.S.A.H.) No. 7 under 
State Project No. 2506-83 (T.H. 52=020); and  

2. The State requires a detour to carry T.H. 52 traffic on County State Aid Highway No. 10 and No. 12 during 
the construction; and 

3. The County is willing to maintain the T.H. 52 detour; and 

4. The State is willing to reimburse the County for the road life consumed by the detour and detour 
maintenance as hereinafter set forth; and 

5. Minnesota Statutes § 471.59, subdivision 10, § 161.25, and § 161.20, subdivision 2(b), authorize the parties 
to enter into this Agreement. 

Agreement 

1. Term of Agreement; 

1.1. Effective Date.  This Agreement will be effective on the date the State obtains all signatures required by 
Minnesota Statutes § 16C.05, subdivision 2. 
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1.2. Expiration Date.  This Agreement will expire when the State removes all detour signs, returns the 
temporary Trunk Highway detour to the County, and pays for the detour compensation. 

2. Agreement Between the Parties 

2.1. Detour. 

A. Location(s). The State will establish the T.H. 52 detour route on the following County roads as detailed 
in the project plans or Special Provisions: 

Bridge Closure – C.S.A.H. 10 and C.S.A.H. 12 for a total distance of 8.6 miles.  

RAMP CLOSURE - C.S.A.H. 10 and C.S.A.H. 12 for a total distance of 8.6 miles. 

B. Modification of the Detour Route. The State may modify the detour route or may add additional 
roadways to the official detour during construction. The State will request concurrence from the 
County for changes to the detour route. If such change increases the State's total payment amount 
over the maximum obligation in Article 3.3.B, the Agreement will be amended. 

C. Axle Loads and Over-Dimension Loads. The County will permit 10-ton axle loads on the detour route. 
Oversize/Overweight (OSOW) loads may be permitted on a case-by-case basis with County 
coordination. 

D. Traffic Control Devices. The State may install, maintain, and remove any traffic control devices it 
considers necessary to properly control the detoured traffic. The State may paint roadway markings, 
such as the centerline, edge lines, and necessary messages. 

E. Duration. The State will provide the County with advance notice identifying the dates the State intends 
to place and remove the detour signing. 

2.2. Maintenance.  

A. The County will maintain the portion of the detour that is on County roads, and furnish all necessary 
labor and materials, to the satisfaction of the State's District Maintenance Engineer at Rochester. 

B. County's Failure to Adequately Maintain. If the County fails to adequately maintain the detour as 
provided in Section 2.2.A. of this Agreement, of which failure the State will be the sole judge, the State 
may perform such work or cause it to be performed, as the State's District Maintenance Engineer 
considers necessary, to properly and adequately maintain the T.H. 52 detour. The State may retain the 
cost of such maintenance from any moneys then due, or thereafter becoming due, to the County under 
this Agreement. This paragraph will not be construed to relinquish any rights of action that may accrue 
on behalf of the State against the County for any breach of agreement. 

2.3. Basis of State Cost.  

A. Road Life Consumed. The State will reimburse the County for the road life consumed by the detour 
using the following methods, as set forth in the Detour Management Study Final Report dated 
January 1991, and updated by MnDOT's Policy on Cost Participation for Cooperative Construction 
Projects and Maintenance Responsibilities between MnDOT and Local Units of Government. 

i. The "Gas Tax Method" formula, multiplies the Combined Tax Factor per mile times the Average 
Daily Traffic ("ADT") count of vehicles diverted from the Trunk Highway times the county road 
length in miles times the duration of the detour in days to determine the State's cost for the road 
life consumed by the detour. If an ADT changes, the parties will amend the Agreement. 
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ii. The County may, at its option, perform an "Equivalent Overlay Method" analysis. A State-approved 
firm, at no cost or expense to the State, must perform the testing and analysis. The County will 
keep records and accounts to verify any claim it might bring against the State for additional costs 
using the "Equivalent Overlay Method". 

B. Maintenance Costs. The State's detour maintenance cost will be equal to the amount computed by 
using the "Gas Tax Method" formula under Section 2.3.A. for the Ramp Closure detour. 

AND 

The State's detour maintenance cost will be computed by multiplying $500.00 times the county road 
length in miles times the detour duration in months. Fractional miles and fractional months will be used 
in computing the State's cost for the Bridge Closure detour. 

3. Payment 

The State's payment consists of the sum of the road life consumed and maintenance amounts. 

3.1. For Road Life Consumed. The State's total payment for the road life consumed by the detour is equal to 
the amount computed by using the "Gas Tax Method" formula plus any amount determined by using the 
"Equivalent Overlay Method" analysis that is in excess of twice the "Gas Tax Method" amount. 

The State's estimated cost for the road life consumed by the detour is based on the data below:

3.2. For Maintenance.  $1,544.14 is the State's estimated cost for detour maintenance based on the "Gas Tax 
Method" amount for the RAMP CLOSURE detour. 

AND 

$16,942.00 is the State's estimated cost for detour maintenance based on $500.00 multiplied times a 
County road length of 8.6 miles times a detour duration of 3.94 months.  

The State may retain the cost of State performed detour maintenance, as provided for in Section 2.2 of this 
Agreement, from any moneys then due, or thereafter becoming due, to the County under this Agreement. 

3.3. Total Payment and Maximum Obligation.  

A. $83,030.78 is the State's estimated payment for road life consumed ($64,544.64) and maintenance 
($18,486.14). 

B. $208,000.00 is the maximum obligation of the State under this Agreement and must not be exceeded 
unless the maximum obligation is increased by execution of an amendment to this Agreement. 

3.4. Conditions of Payment. The State will pay the County the State's total road life consumed and 
maintenance payment amount after performing the following conditions. 

A. Execution of this Agreement and the County's receipt of the executed Agreement. 

B. State's encumbrance of the State's total payment amount. 
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C. State's removal of all detour signs. 

D. State notifies the County of the removal of the detour signs, and the number of days the detour was in 
effect. 

E. State's receipt of a written request from the County for payment. 

4. Release of Road Restoration Obligations 

By accepting the State's road life consumed and maintenance payment plan and total payment amount, the 
County releases the State of its obligation, under Minnesota Statutes § 161.25, to restore the County roads used 
as a T.H. 52 detour to as good condition as they were before designation as temporary trunk highways. 

5. Authorized Representatives 

Each party's Authorized Representative is responsible for administering this Agreement and is authorized to give 
and receive any notice or demand required or permitted by this Agreement.

6. Assignment; Amendments, Waiver; Contract Complete 

6.1. Assignment. No party may assign or transfer any rights or obligations under this Agreement without the 
prior consent of the other party and a written assignment agreement, executed and approved by the same 
parties who executed and approved this Agreement, or their successors in office. 

6.2. Amendments. Any amendment to this Agreement must be in writing and will not be effective until it has 
been executed and approved by the same parties who executed and approved the original Agreement, or 
their successors in office. 

6.3. Waiver. If a party fails to enforce any provision of this Agreement, that failure does not waive the 
provision or the party's right to subsequently enforce it. 

6.4. Contract Complete. This Agreement contains all prior negotiations and agreements between the State and 
the County. No other understanding regarding this Agreement, whether written or oral, may be used to 
bind either party. 

7. Liability 

The County and State will be responsible for their own acts and omissions, to the extent authorized by law. 
Minnesota Statutes § 3.736 governs the State's liability. Minnesota Statutes, Chapter 466 governs the liability of 
the County.  
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8. State Audits 

Under Minnesota Statutes § 16C.05, subdivision 5, the County's books, records, documents, and accounting 
procedures and practices relevant to this Agreement are subject to examination by the State and the State 
Auditor or Legislative Auditor, as appropriate, for a minimum of six years from the end of this Agreement. 

9. Government Data Practices  

The County and State must comply with the Minnesota Government Data Practices Act, Minnesota Statutes 
Chapter 13, as it applies to all data provided by the State under this Agreement, and as it applies to all data 
created, collected, received, stored, used, maintained, or disseminated by the County under this Agreement. 
The civil remedies of Minnesota Statutes §13.08 apply to the release of the data referred to in this clause by 
either the County or the State.  

10. Governing Law; Jurisdiction; Venue 

Minnesota law governs the validity, interpretation, and enforcement of this Agreement. Venue for all legal 
proceedings arising out of this Agreement, or its breach, must be in the appropriate state or federal court with 
competent jurisdiction in Ramsey County, Minnesota. 

11. Termination; Suspension 

11.1. By Mutual Agreement. This Agreement may be terminated by mutual agreement of the parties or by the 
State for insufficient funding as described below. 

11.2. Termination for Insufficient Funding. The State may immediately terminate this Agreement if it does not 
obtain funding from the Minnesota Legislature, or other funding source; or if funding cannot be continued 
at a level sufficient to allow for the payment of the services covered here. Termination must be by written 
or fax notice to the County. The State is not obligated to pay for any services that are provided after notice 
and effective date of termination. However, the County will be entitled to payment, determined on a pro 
rata basis, for services satisfactorily performed to the extent that funds are available. The State will not be 
assessed any penalty if this Agreement is terminated because of the decision of the Minnesota Legislature, 
or other funding source, not to appropriate funds. 

11.3. Suspension. In the event of a total or partial government shutdown, the State may suspend this 
Agreement and all work, activities, performance, and payments authorized through this Agreement. Any 
work performed during a period of suspension will be considered unauthorized work and will be 
undertaken at the risk of non-payment. 

12. Force Majeure 

No party will be responsible to the other for a failure to perform under this Agreement (or a delay in 
performance), if such failure or delay is due to a force majeure event. A force majeure event is an event beyond 
a party's reasonable control, including but not limited to, unusually severe weather, fire, floods, other acts of 
God, labor disputes, acts of war or terrorism, or public health emergencies.

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The petitioned project consists of an improvement of the Branch B drain tile of Goodhue County Ditch 1 

(CD 1 ). The improvement will increase the capacity of the Branch B drain tile to meet current drainage 

needs. The CD 1 Branch B tile alignment is shown in Figure 1. The entire length of drain tile Branch B 

(including two sub-branches) is proposed for improvement. The project is a result of a petition from 

several landowners received by Goodhue County requesting the improvement of Branch B. A copy of the 

petition for improvement is included in Exhibit A. 

The petition for improvement of CD 1 Branch B states that Branch B has insufficient capacity and the 

installation of a larger tile is required to provide sufficient drainage capacity and fulfill its originally 

intended purpose under current farming and drainage practices. It also states that portions of the 

drainage system have deteriorated, thus impairing its effectiveness and the proposed improvement will be 

of public utility and promote the public health. 

The petition for improvement of CD 1 Branch B was filed with the Goodhue County Board of 

Commissioners in accordance with Minnesota Statutes (Minn. Stat.) section103E.215. The Board of 

Commissioners appointed Houston Engineering, Inc. (HEI) as project engineer and ordered the 

preparation of the Engineer's Preliminary Survey Report in accordance with Minn. Stat. § 103E.241, 

Subd. 1. 

1.1 OVERVIEW OF EXISTING DRAINAGE SYSTEM 

The Goodhue CD 1 public drainage system consists of an open channel and five branches of drain tile 

located in Sections 28, 29, 30, 31, 32, and 33 of Kenyon Township (T109N, R18W). The portion of the 

system being analyzed for this report is the Branch B drain tile. Branch B begins in the Southeast Quarter 

of the Southeast Quarter of Section 30 in a drop structure located on the west side of County Road 59; 

thence northwesterly through the Northeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter and Northwest Quarter of 

the Southeast Quarter; then terminating in the Southeast Quarter of the Northeast Quarter at the 

boundary between the Northeast Quarter and Northwest Quarter of Section 30. Branch 8-1 originates in 

the Northeast Quarter of the Southeast Quarter of Section 30 and terminates due west at the boundary 

with the Northwest Quarter of the Southeast Quarter. Branch 8-2 originates in the Northwest Quarter of 

the Southeast Quarter of Section 30 and terminates due west at the center of Section 30. 

The full length of Branch B and its two sub-branches are being analyzed as part of this improvement. 
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2.1 DRAINAGE LAW- MINN. STAT. CHAPTER 103E 

Goodhue County is exercising authority over the petitioned action pursuant to Minn. Stat chapter 103E. 

Under Minn. Stat. chapter 103E, the County and its Board of Commissioners must give special attention 

to both the procedural requirements for establishment and construction of a drainage project as well as 

the policy requirements for establishment as specifically outlined in Minn. Stat. §§ 103E.015 and 

103E.341. 

2.1.1 PRELIMINARY SURVEY REPORT REQUIRED CONTENTS 

Minn. Stat. § 103E.245, Subd. 4, requires the designated Engineer, if they find the improvement feasible 

and compliant with the environmental and land use criteria in Minn. Stat. § 103E.015, Subd. 1, to include 

in the Preliminary Survey Report a preliminary plan of the drainage project showing the proposed ditches, 

tile, laterals, and other improvements, the outlet of the project, the watershed of the drainage project or 

system, and the property likely to be affected and its known users. The plan must show: 

• The elevation of the outlet and the controlling elevations of the property likely to be affected

referenced to standard sea level datum, if practical; 

The probable size and character of the ditch necessary to make the plan practicable and feasible; 

The character of the outlet and whether it is sufficient; 

The probable cost of the drains and improvements shown on the plan;

All other information and data necessary to disclose the practicability, necessity, and feasibility of

the proposed drainage project;

Consideration of the drainage project under the environmental and land use, and multipurpose 

water management criteria in Section 103E.015, Subd. 1; and 
• Other information as ordered by the drainage authority.

2.2 PERMITTING REQUIREMENTS 

2.2.1 LOCAL 

The project must comply with the Wetland Conservation Act (WCA) as administered by Goodhue County 

as the local government unit (LGU). The National Wetland Inventory (NWI) and Public Waters Inventory 

(PWI) was reviewed to determine the presence of wetland resources within the drainage system and is 

displayed on Figure 1. 

There are no NWl-mapped wetlands within the Branch B tile watershed. The construction of the new tile 

will not result in any drainage or fill wetland impacts. 

2.2.2 STATE 

The Minnesota state Public Waters Inventory (PWI) shows no public waterbodies or watercourses near 

the proposed project. A permit will not be required from the Minnesota Department of Natural Resources 

(DNR) since the proposed project does not involve working in any state-listed Public Waters. 
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A Stormwater Pollution Prevention Plan will be developed and a permit will be required from the 

Minnesota Pollution Control Agency (MPCA) since construction will disturb more than one acre of land as 

part of the project. 

2.2.3 FEDERAL 

Impacts to wetlands are regulated at the Federal level by the US Army Corps of Engineers implementing 

Section 404 of the federal Clean Water Act (CWA). The proposed work may be authorized under 

Nationwide Permit 40 (NWP 40), as issued by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers in 2017. This permit 

authorizes the construction of drainage tile for agricultural activities. The construction of the tile is 

authorized under NWP 40, and the project will be designed such that no wetland drainage will result from 

the project. Therefore, no mitigation will be required for the project. 

The Swampbuster provision of the 1985 Farm Bill was aimed at reducing the conversion of wetlands for 

agricultural purposes. Farmers who drain, fill, level, clear stumps or otherwise alter a wetland may lose 

eligibility for U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) program benefits. As a result of the proposed 

improvement to CD 1 Branch B, farmers wishing to receive, or continue to receive, USDA program 

benefits or payments may need to complete Form AD-1026, which is available at the local Farm Service 

Agency (FSA) office. 

2.3 EXISTING WATER MANAGEMENT PLANS 

Several local water management plans address water quantity and quality concerns at the county and 

watershed level which are inclusive of this project area. The following sections summarize water 

management issues, goals, and activities identified in each of the relevant water plans. 

2.3.1 GOODHUE COUNTY WATER PLAN 

The 2010-2020 Goodhue County Comprehensive Local Water Management Plan contains a number of 

priority areas and implementation plans to address water issues that are relevant to the proposed 

improvement of CD 1. Relevant priority areas include erosion and sediment control and management of 

impaired waters for improvement of rural and agricultural water quality. 

Implementation actions for erosion control and reducing turbidity in impaired waters overlap, and both 

recommend pursing the implementation of drainage BMPs to reduce the runoff and the quantity of 

sediment leaving agricultural fields. Implementing such BMPs often relies heavily on external funding and 

voluntary landowner participation, though some design considerations (such as alternative intakes) can 

be accomplished with little or no added cost. 

2.3.2 TMDL & WRAPS 

The Zumbro River, Middle Fork is the receiving waterbody downstream of the outlet of CD 1. It is listed on 

the MPCA's Impaired Waters List for aquatic recreation and aquatic life. The Zumbro River, Middle Fork is 

part of the Zumbro River watershed that has a completed and approved TMOL for TSS. The Zumbro 

River, Middle Fork was added to the Clean Water Act Section 303(d) impaired waters list in 2008. MPCA 

prepared a Restoration and Protection Strategies (WRAPS) report for the Zumbro River Watershed. 

Watershed-wide priorities related to the agricultural drainage proposed in this report included reducing 

nitrogen and phosphorous loadings to streams and increasing soil infiltration and water holding capacity. 
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The proposed project will increase soil infiltration and will help decrease sediment and phosphorus 

delivery downstream via installation of alternative (Hickenbottom) intakes. 

2.3.3 CONSISTENCY WITH WATER PLANS 

Under current conditions, the condition of the Branch B tile watershed contributes to the impairment of the 

Zumbro River, Middle Fork receiving water. Poor field drainage produces excess surface runoff that 

delivers sediment and nutrients downstream, and the poor condition of the existing drain tile allows 

sediment to enter the tile system. 

The proposed tile improvement will improve sediment and nutrient runoff conditions in two ways: 1) 

Improving subsurface drainage will increase the infiltration capacity of the soil, which will increase surface 

abstraction and thus reduce surface runoff during smaller, more frequent rainfall events, thus reducing 

total phosphorus and total sediment delivery downstream; and 2) Replacing the old, deteriorated 

sectioned drain tile with plastic pipe will decrease the amount of sediment that enters the tile and thus 

decrease the amount of sediment delivered downstream. Based on the impairments (aquatic life, aquatic 

recreation), the improvement is a reasonable TMDL implementation strategy and therefore consistent 

with the Goodhue County Comprehensive Local Water Management Plan. 

2.3.4 COUNTY ZONING AND LAND USE PLAN 

Land within the project area is primarily zoned as "Agricultural" according to the current Kenyon Township 

Zoning Map. The Goodhue County Zoning Ordinance has stated purposes that include encouraging 

farmers, residents, and businesses to protect the land from erosion, loss of wetlands, loss of water 

quality, and loss of woodlands; and protecting and preserving prime agricultural land by limiting the 

density of residential development in those areas. The proposed project falls within the purpose of 

protecting the land from erosion and loss of water quality. 

3.1 PROJECT COSTS AND PUBLIC AND PRIVATE BENEFITS 

Minn. Stat. § 103E.015, Subd 1 (1) requires the drainage authority to consider private and public benefits 

and costs of proposed drainage projects. 

3.1.1 PRIVATE BENEFIT 

The private benefits expected from the project accrue mainly to agricultural lands that lie adjacent to the 

proposed improvement. These private benefits would be experienced through reduced overland flooding, 

reduced seepage, and erosion prevention. A secondary benefit would be reduced maintenance cost, as 

the project will replace a substantial amount of aging tile. 

3.1.2 PUBLIC BENEFIT 

Benefits to public transportation systems include Goodhue County Road 59. The proposed project will 

reduce the duration of standing water and the volume of surface runoff adjacent to the road by improving 
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future. The project is compatible with the Goodhue County Zoning Ordinance which aims to maintain and 

enhance agricultural land in the County as described in Section 3(A.1 ). 

3.4 CURRENT AND POTENTIAL FLOODING 

Per Minn. Stat. § 103E.01 5, Subd 1 ( 4 ), the drainage authority must consider the current and potential 

flooding characteristics of property in the drainage project or system and downstream for the 5-, 10-, 25-

and 50-year flood events, including the adequacy of the outlet for the drainage project. 

3.4.1 HYDROLOGIC AND HYDRAULIC CONDITIONS IN SYSTEM 

The proposed drain tile improvements were chosen to provide a minimum 1/2-inch drainage coefficient 

for each critical portion of Branches B, B-1, and B-2. Increases in flow due to the tile improvements were 

added to the existing conditions peak flows to determine the post-project flows in CD 1. Existing and 

proposed drainage coefficients for critical locations in the tile network are shown in Tables 1 through 3.

earlier in the hydrograph following a rainfall event. 

3. 7 FISH AND WILDLIFE RESOURCES

Minn. Stat. § 103E.015, Subd 1 (7) requires the drainage authority to consider the effects of the proposed 

project on fish and wildlife resources. The proposed improvement project does not contemplate any major 

excavation in any existing natural watercourse or lakes, and as a result will have insignificant effects on 

fish resources. The proposed work will occur on fields currently used for agricultural practices, so there is 

no proposed destruction of prairie or wooded wildlife habitat. The project incorporates replacement of 

deteriorating drain tile, new tile intakes, and other project components that are consistent with current 

BMPs. Therefore, the quality of the water exiting Branch B into CD 1 will be improved and have a net 

positive affect on fish and wildlife resources. 

3.8 GROUNDWATER 

Minn. Stat. § 103E.015, Subd 1 (8) requires the drainage authority to consider the effects of the proposed 

drainage project on shallow groundwater availability, distribution and use. Review of the SSURGO soil 

database indicates the presence of soils susceptible to poorly drained conditions. The existing drain tile 

was installed to draw down saturated soils following rainfall events and thus allow the soil to function in a 

"drained" condition for cultivation. The proposed improvement will install perforated tile at a depth similar 

to existing conditions, and thus the improvement will not substantively affect the seasonal groundwater 

table or shallow groundwater resources in the project area. 

3.9 ENVIRONMENTAL IMPACT 

Minn. Stat. § 103E.015, Subd 1 (9) requires the drainage authority to consider the effects on the overall 

environmental impact of the proposed drainage project. The project engineer and project sponsors for this 

project envision that the overall impact of the project will contain no long-term adverse effects on the 

environment beyond the potential for wetland drainage. While construction operations have an inherent 

adverse effect on the environment, these effects are temporary in comparison to the long-term benefits 

anticipated from the project operation. 

3.10 EXTERNAL FUNDING 

In accordance with Minn. Stat. § 103E.015, Subd. 1 a., the Engineer on behalf of Goodhue County 

investigated the potential use of external sources of funding to facilitate the purposes of Minn. Stat. § 

103E.011, Subd. 5., which are for wetland preservation or restoration or creation of water quality 

improvements or flood control. The Goodhue County SWCD was not aware of any available external 

sources of funding for the project and thought it unlikely that the project would apply for grant funding 

from the Clean Water Fund grant program administered by the MN Board of Water and Soil Resources. 

The types of projects that meet the Minn. Stat. § 103E.011, Subd. 5, purposes of wetland, water quality or 

flood control improvements include wetland restoration, grass waterways, water and sediment control 

basins, alternative tile intakes, denitrifying bioreactors, drainage water management, and several other 

types.

FOR DETAILED SURVEY AND  
DETAILED SURVEY REPORT 
 

 
The Board of Commissioners of Goodhue County, seated as the Drainage Authority for 
Goodhue County Ditch 1, met at 9:00 a.m. on Tuesday, June 15, 2021, at a duly noticed and 
public meeting. A public hearing was held according to Minnesota Statutes, section 103E.261. 
Having considered the preliminary engineer’s report and the comments and testimony received 
at the hearing, Commissioner ________________________ moved, seconded by Commissioner 
_________________________, for adoption of the following: 

Findings: 

1. The Goodhue County Board of Commissioners (“Drainage Authority”) is the public 
drainage authority for County Ditch 1 (“CD 1”). 
 

2. A petition dated February 16, 2021 signed by Jon Houglum, Larry Lurken, LyTana 
Derscheid, and Jeffrey Solberg (“Petitioners”) was received by the Administrator’s Office 
of the Goodhue County Drainage Authority on February 26, 2021, requesting the 
Improvement of Lateral B of County Ditch 1 pursuant to Minnesota Statutes, section 
103E.215 (“Petition”). A surety bond was filed with the Administrator’s Office on that 
same date. 
 

3. On March 16, 2021, the Drainage Authority adopted findings and an order accepting the 
Petition for improvement and appointing Professional Engineer Chris Otterness and 
Houston Engineering, Inc. as the project engineers. Otterness was ordered to prepare a 
preliminary survey and file a preliminary survey report with the drainage authority.  

 
4. Otterness subscribed to an engineer’s oath and filed the oath and an engineer’s bond 

with the Drainage Authority. 
 
5. Engineer Otterness filed a preliminary survey report titled Preliminary Engineers Report:  

Goodhue County Ditch 1 Branch B Tile Improvement with the Drainage Authority dated 
May 3, 2021 (“Preliminary Engineer’s Report”) on May 5, 2021. A copy of the 
Preliminary Engineer’s Report was filed with the Director of the Division of Ecological 
and Water Resources in the Department of Natural Resources on May 5, 2021, using the 
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email address and instructions for public drainage notices to the Commissioner provided 
on the Division’s Public Drainage Ditch Systems webpage. 

 
6. The Drainage Authority, by Order dated May 18, 2021, set a public hearing for review of 

the engineer’s Preliminary Engineer’s Report, and directed the Administrator’s Office to 
provide at least 10 days advance notice, by mail, of the time and location of the hearing 
to the petitioners, political subdivisions, and owners of property likely to be affected by 
the proposed project.  

 
7. Notice of the public hearing was properly provided as required by law. 
 
8. The Drainage Authority met at 9:00 a.m. on June 15, 2021, at the in the County Board 

Room located on the 3rd Floor of the Government Center, 509 W 5th Street, Red Wing, 
Minnesota 55066 for the preliminary hearing on the Preliminary Engineer’s Report; 
however, the Drainage Authority determined, based on the state Emergency 
Declaration related to the COVID-19 pandemic, that it is neither feasible nor prudent to 
hold in-person meetings during this emergency. Therefore, the hearing was conducted 
by alternative means (teleconference or video conference) from remote locations. The 
public hearing was held according to Minnesota Statutes Section 103E.261.  

 
9. At the public hearing, the Drainage Authority’s attorney presented the history of the 

proceedings leading up to the preliminary hearing and summarized the requirements of 
the drainage code. The Drainage Authority’s attorney also presented an examination of 
the Petition to determine its sufficiency and advised the Drainage Authority that the 
Petition met the legal requirements. 

 
10. The Drainage Authority finds the following regarding the sufficiency of the Petition: 

a. The proposed improvement passes over the NE ¼ SE ¼ and the SE ¼ SE ¼ of 
Section 30, Township 109 North, Range 18 West owned by Jeffrey Solberg and 
the NW ¼ SE ¼ and the SW ¼ NE ¼ of Section 30, Township 109 North, Range 18 
West owned by Jon Houglum all in Goodhue County, Minnesota. Jeffrey Solberg 
and Jon Houglum are Petitioners. Therefore, the Petitioners are the owners of 
100 percent of the property that the proposed improvement passes over. As 
such, petitioners are at least 26 percent of the owners of the property that the 
proposed improvement passes over.  

b. The Petition was filed with the Goodhue County Administrator’s Office. The 
Petition was properly filed to initiate improvement proceedings. For the purpose 
of a properly filed petition for improvement of a drainage system within the 
County, the Board of Commissioners composes the Drainage Authority for the 
improvement and, if the improvement is ordered and constructed, for all 
subsequent actions on the drainage system, or portion thereof.  

c. The Petition properly designated the drainage system proposed to be improved 
by number and map description that identifies the drainage system.

d. The Petition alleges that the drainage system has insufficient capacity or needs 
enlarging to furnish sufficient capacity or a better outlet. 

e. The Petition describes the improvement, including the names and addresses of 
owners of the 40-acre tracts or government lots and property that the 
improvement passes over. 

f. The Petition alleges that the proposed improvement is necessary and will be of 
public utility and promote the public health. 

g. The Petition contains an agreement by the Petitioners that they will pay all costs 
and expenses that may be incurred if the improvement proceedings are 
dismissed. 

h. The Petition was accompanied by a bond from Petitioner Jon Houglum in the 
penal sum of $10,000.00 conditioned to pay the Goodhue County Board of 
Commissioners all costs and expenses which may be incurred if the case 
proceedings are dismissed or for any reason no contract is entered into for the 
construction of the project, subject to increase as required by statute. The bond 
is adequate surety and was reviewed by the Drainage Authority’s attorney. 

i. The Drainage Authority’s attorney reviewed the Petition and bond and 
determined they meet the requirement of these proceedings. 
 

11. The Preliminary Engineer’s Report was reviewed by Engineer Chris Otterness at the June 
15, 2021 public hearing.   
 

12. Branch B is a drain tile system that begins in the SE ¼ of the SE ¼ of Section 30, 
Township 109 North, Range 18 West (Kenyon Township) in a drop structure located on 
the west side of County Road 59; thence northwesterly through the NE ¼ of the SE ¼ 
and the NW ¼ of the SE ¼; then terminating in the SE ¼ of the NE ¼ at the boundary 
between the NE ¼ and the NW ¼ of Section 30. Branch B-1 originates in the NE ¼ of the 
SE ¼ of Section 30 and terminates due west at the boundary with the NW ¼ of the SE ¼. 
Branch B-2 originates in the NW ¼ of the SE ¼ of Section 30 and terminates due west at 
the center of Section 30. 

 
13. Landowners in the Branch B tile watershed observed prolonged flooding of agricultural 

lands drained by Branch B of CD 1. A tile inspection report indicated the drainage issues 
are due to both insufficient capacity and disrepair of the tile system. 

 
14. Branch B was established in 1954 and has undergone no significant repairs during its 

service life. A televising survey of Branch B found a concrete pipe in disrepair near the 
outlet to the extent that televising equipment was not able to move further upstream. 
 

15. Existing tile diameters for the Branch B system range in size from 10-inches at the outlet 
to 6-inches at the upstream ends of Branch B and Branch B-2. The proposed 
improvement to Branch B includes the replacement of existing tile with new tile sized to 
provide a drainage coefficient of approximately ½-inch to remove excess water from the 
surface and the root zone of the soil profile within a 24-hour period.  
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16. The proposed improvements include a separable maintenance portion of the probable 

construction cost of the improvement project. 
 
17. Comments provided by the commissioner (preliminary advisory report) on the 

Preliminary Engineer’s Report were read into the record at the public hearing. 
 
18. In accordance with Minnesota Statutes, section 103E.015, subdivision 1a, Engineer 

Otterness and HEI, on behalf of the Drainage Authority, investigated the potential use of 
external sources of funding to facilitate the purposes of Statutes, section 103E.011, 
subdivision 5, which are for wetland preservation or restoration or creation of water 
quality improvements or flood control. The Goodhue County Soil and Water 
Conservation District was not aware of any available external sources of funding for the 
project and thought it unlikely that the project would apply for grant funding from the 
Clean Water Fund grant program administered by the Minnesota Board of Water and 
Soil Resources. 

 
19. In accordance with the drainage code requirements, Engineer Otterness and HEI 

considered each of the nine criteria found in Minnesota Statutes, section 103E.015, 
subdivision 1 and reported on these criteria in the Preliminary Engineer’s Report as part 
of its analysis. 

 
20. During the public hearing, the Chair of the Drainage Authority Board of Commissioners 

called for comments from the public and all comments submitted were taken and made 
part of the record of proceedings on file with the Drainage Authority. No comments 
were made that cast substantive doubt on the findings in the Preliminary Engineer’s 
Report or raised any reason why the Drainage Authority should not proceed with 
ordering the detailed survey report. A record of the public comments is on file with the 
Drainage Authority.  

 
21. The proposed improvement of CD 1 Branch B, as petitioned and as addressed in the 

Preliminary Engineer’s Report, is feasible and necessary.  
 
22. The proposed improvement will be of public utility and benefit, and will promote the 

public health and welfare. Public utility and benefit are achieved by providing more 
efficient drainage to agricultural properties and public roads within the drainage area. 
The improvement will protect property values and improve the economy of agricultural 
production. Public health and welfare are achieved by reducing the frequency of wet 
and overflowed land which will improve the general sanitary condition of the 
community, relieve low wet or stagnant and unhealthful conditions, and protect the 
overflowed property – just as was sought to be achieved in the original proceedings to 
establish CD 1, including Branch B. 
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23. The environmental and land use criteria in drainage code have been adequately 
considered by the engineer and, as directed herein, will be further investigated in 
considering the final scope of improvement. 

 
24. Based on the engineer’s evaluation of the receiving watercourse, the outlet for the 

proposed improvement is adequate. 
 
Based on the foregoing Findings and the entire record of proceedings herein, the Drainage 
Authority Board of Commissioners, sitting as the public drainage authority for CD 1 Branch B 
(“Board”) adopts the following: 

Order: 

a. The Board accepts and adopts the Preliminary Engineer’s Report for the petitioned 
improvements.  

 
b. The Board, upon filing this Findings and Order for Detailed Survey and Detailed Survey 

Report (“Order”) with the Goodhue County Administrator’s Office, orders the engineer to 
make a detailed survey with plans and specifications for the proposed drainage project 
and submit a detailed survey report to the Drainage Authority as soon as possible.  

 
c. The Board directs the engineer to address any comments of the DNR commissioner, and 

evaluate whether changes to the proposed project are feasible to address concerns raised 
by the commissioner, if any. If feasible, the engineer should include changes in the final 
project plans. 

 
d. The Board directs the engineer to continue to work through the processes contained in 

Minnesota Statutes, section 103E.015 to ensure that environmental, land use, and 
multipurpose water management criteria are considered for inclusion in final project 
plans. 

 
e. The Board directs the engineer to continue to coordinate, in addition to the coordination 

which occurred in advance of this order, with soil and water conservation districts, county 
and USDA planning authorities about potential external sources of funding and technical 
assistance for environmental, land use, and multipurpose water management features or 
alternatives. 

 
f. The Board directs the engineer to request additional information about potential funding 

or technical assistance for environmental, land use, and multipurpose water management 
features or alternatives from the executive director of the Board of Water and Soil 
Resources. 

 
g. The following viewers, disinterested residents of the state qualified to assess benefits and 

damages, are hereby appointed to determine the amount of benefits to all property

within the watershed and damages attributable to the proposed improvement:  Bryan 
Murphy, Larry Murphy, and Shantel Hecht. 
 

h. Within five days of the motion to appoint viewers, the County Administrator’s Office shall, 
by order, designate the time and location for the first meeting of the viewers and issue a 
copy to the viewers of the Administrator’s order and a certified copy of this Order. 

 
i. At the first meeting and before beginning their duties, the viewers shall subscribe to an 

oath to faithfully perform their duties. If an appointed viewer does not qualify for any 
reason, the Administrator’s Office shall designate another qualified person to take the 
disqualified viewer’s place.  

 
j. The Board directs the viewers, once qualified, to work with the engineer and to 

commence viewing as soon as practical upon receipt of the engineer’s design plans and 
specifications indicating the efficiency of the drainage system improvement. 

 
k. The engineer is directed to assist the viewers in identifying properties receiving a 

hydrological improvement from the project and in identifying properties responsible for 
increased sedimentation in downstream areas of the watershed or responsible for 
increased drainage system maintenance or increased drainage system capacity because 
the natural drainage on the properties has been altered or modified to accelerate the 
drainage of water from the property. 

After discussion, the Board Chairperson called the question. The question was on the adoption 
of the foregoing Findings and Order, and there were ___ yeas, ___ nays, ___ absent, and ___ 
abstentions as follows:

 Summary: 
The County is required to have a separate fund for each drainage system in the County.  
We are requesting to establish a new account and transfer funds from the General Fund 
to a Special Revenue Ditch Fund. 
 
Background: 
Minnesota Statutes 103E.651, Subd 2 instructs “the auditor to keep a separate account 
for each drainage system. The account must be credited with all money from the sale 
of bonds and bond premiums and all money received from interest, liens, assessments, 
and other sources for the drainage system. The account must be debited with every 
item of expense made for the drainage system.” 
 
Minnesota Statutes 103E.655 specifically outlines the process for paying the costs for 
the proceedings and construction in 103E.655.  It also outlines transferring funds to 
cover costs: “the board may, by unanimous resolution, transfer funds from any other 
drainage system account under its jurisdiction or from the county general revenue 
fund to the drainage system account.”   
 
The County 1 Ditch account is currently located in the General Fund as a designated 
Fund.  In 2019, the fund balance was $2853. In 2020, the County levied $100,000 into 
that account to begin paying the bills for the proceedings and construction.  At the time 
of this report, we have spent $78,353.57 for the attorney, engineer, viewers, mailings, 
and notices. 
 
The engineering estimates for both the Main Channel and the Improvement of Lateral B 
are $587,065.  The Viewers cost for the Lateral will be $12,500.  We have additional 
notices and mailings and miscellaneous attorney costs.  If additional funds need to be 
transferred in the future, we will present it to the Board as another resolution. 
 
Recommendation: 
Staff and counsel recommend that the County Board:  
 
Approve the following resolution to transfer funds from the General Fund to the newly 
created Special Revenue Fund for County Ditch 1.

RESOLUTION OF THE BOARD REGARDING 
AUTHORIZING INTER-FUND TRANSFERS 

TO COVER DRAINAGE SYSTEM ACCOUNT 
DEFICIENCIES 

 
 

At a duly noticed and regular meeting of the Board of Commissioners on June 15, 2021, the Board 
was presented with information regarding fees and expenses necessary to pay drainage system 
costs related to Goodhue County Ditch 1 in fiscal years 2020 and 2021. The Board gave instruction 
to its staff to take the actions necessary to authorize inter-fund transfers to cover drainage 
system account deficiencies. Pursuant to the Board’s instruction, staff prepared a draft resolution 
for the Board’s consideration. Based on the information provided, Commissioner 
____________________ moved adoption of the following: 
 

RESOLUTION 
 

WHEREAS, Minnesota Statutes, section 103E.725 provides, all fees and costs incurred 
relating to a drainage system, including repairs, inspections, engineering, viewing, and 
publications, are costs of the drainage system and must be assessed against the property and 
entities benefited; and 
 

WHEREAS, the Board, pursuant to procedures under the drainage code, Statutes chapter 
103E, has performed work and incurred costs on Goodhue County Ditch 1 (“CD 1”); and 
 

WHEREAS, Statutes, section 103E.655 requires the costs for drainage project proceedings 
and construction to be paid from the drainage system account by drawing on the account and 
Statutes, section 103E.645 requires the payment of fees and expenses; and 
 

WHEREAS, prior to 2020, the drainage system account for CD 1 did not contain sufficient 
funds to pay current costs and presently does not contain sufficient funds to pay known and 
anticipated drainage system costs for 2021 and beyond; and 
 

WHEREAS, Statutes, section 103E.655 provides that if money is not available in the 
drainage system account to pay current costs, the Board may, by unanimous resolution, transfer 
funds from any other drainage system account under its jurisdiction or from the its general 
revenue fund to the drainage system account. If the board transfers money from another account 
or fund to a drainage system account, the money plus interest must be reimbursed from the 
proceeds of the drainage system that received the transfer. The interest must be computed for

the time the money is actually needed at the same rate per year charged on drainage liens and 
assessments; and 
 

NOW, THEREFORE, the Goodhue County Board of Commissioners authorizes the creation 
of, and directs the County Finance Director to create, a Special Revenue Fund to serve as the 
drainage system account for Goodhue County Ditch 1 and transfer any and all dollars from the 
General Fund designated as the Ditch Fund into the Special Revenue Fund; and 

 
FURTHERMORE, the Goodhue County Board of Commissioners hereby ratifies the 2020 

$100,000 inter-fund loan from the Goodhue County General Fund to the drainage system 
account for CD 1; and  

 
FURTHERMORE, the Goodhue County Board of Commissioners authorizes the inter-fund 

loan from the Goodhue County General Fund to the drainage system account for CD 1 to cover 
deficiencies in the accounts in fiscal years 2021 in the amount of $600,000; and 

 
FURTHERMORE, the Goodhue County Board of Commissioners hereby sets the interest 

rate on the 2020 and 2021 inter-fund loan from the Goodhue County General Fund to be 
reimbursed from the proceeds of the Goodhue County Ditch 1 drainage system at _____%.

BACKGROUND 

In an effort to strengthen the County’s succession plan, promote stability, and provide assistance for 

the County Assessor, the County Board recently approved for the posting of the Assessment Specialist 

Manager Position.  The position was posted internally and staff received one qualified candidate, Ms. 

Lisa Swenson.  On June 9th, staff conducted an interview with Ms. Swenson and after completion of 

the interview process the committee agreed to offer the Assessment Specialist Manager position to Ms. 

Swenson.  Ms. Swenson has accepted the promotion and will begin upon the Board’s approval.   

 

DISCUSSION  

Ms. Swenson has been employed with Goodhue County for over 16 years as an Assessment Specialist 

I.  In that role, Ms. Swenson has performed a number of job duties including applying classification, 

homestead and linkage to property, verifies data and investigates new or renewed applications, reviews 

warranty deeds, property splits, new plats and affidavits among many other items.  In addition, Ms. 

Swenson reviews appraisal records for value, classification and allocation inconsistencies, provides 

tax information to customers, reports detailed information on Greene Acres, and currently trains in 

employees on said items. Ms. Swenson has completed a number training opportunities necessary for 

this position including those with MAAO, Vanguard and Avenu Tax Program.  Ms. Swenson will play 

a vital role in the County’s upcoming software conversion with Tyler iasWorld that was recently 

approved.    

 

RECOMMENDATION  

Based on Ms. Swenson’s experience and current salary, I am recommending for consideration of 

approval the hiring of Ms. Swenson at a salary Grade 83, Step 7, $72,093.63 annually ($34.66 hourly).

Request for use of American Rescue Funds ($19,000) to bring Broadband to 18 
residences/businesses in Welch Village this summer (2021). 
 
Public/Private Entities and Project Cost: 
Cost of total project is $80,000. NUVERA will cover 70% ($56,000), Welch Township and 
Goodhue County will contribute 30%, using American Rescue Plan (ARP) funds (Goodhue 
County $19,000 and Welch Township $5,000).   
 
Attachment: 
NUVERA’s map of proposed Welch Village construction map. 
 
Background: 
Welch Village is in a low-lying area of Goodhue County with no stable Internet access or cell 
phone coverage. Over the past year, during the stay at home Governor’s Orders, I received 
many calls, Facebook posts and emails about the essential need for Internet access in the 
Welch Village area. I have had several phone conversations with Larry Shepard and Monty 
Morrow from NUVERA hoping to encourage them to get fiber across the Cannon River and 
into Welch Village. 
 
NUVERA recently received a Border to Border grant from the State of Minnesota to place 
Broadband fiber in the Welch area south of the Cannon River (Vasa Township). They will be 
literally a matter of feet from the Cannon River. NUVERA is willing to expand their current 
project and include the Welch Village area. 
 
The residences and businesses in Welch Village have very few options for Internet. The area is 
low lying, surrounded by river bluffs and are in a scenic river area (governed by the DNR). 
 
 



 

 

 
Project Summary: 
While the timing for this project request may not be ideal for Goodhue County, it is the ideal 
time for the residents of Welch Township. They can have high speed Broadband by the end of 
summer.  NUVERA will be in the immediate Welch area (south of the river) in late June 2021. 
They will have a crew, fiber and all equipment needed. Crews will be in the area for about two 
months. It would be the most economical and most time efficient to expand their current 
project in Welch than to wait until 2022/2023 (or later) to return and start over. Costs for all 
construction materials are dramatically increasing. 
 
NUVERA has agreed to bring fiber across the river during this summer construction project 
for $80,000. They will cover 70% of the cost. This would cover the businesses in Welch 
Village and several house up County Road 7 (18 total). The entire Welch project would be 
completed by the end of summer. Goodhue County and Welch Township will cover the 
remaining 30% of the cost ($24,000) 
 
At the Welch Township meeting June 3, 2021, this public/private partnership was presented. 
Monty Morrow (NUVERA) and Mike Creglow (Welch Planning Commission) were present to 
answer technical questions. The Township supervisors were asked if they would be willing to 
join the project based on the following requirements: 

• Apply for Welch Township’s American Rescue Plan funds from the State 
(approximately $85,000) 

• Contribute $5,000 to this Broadband project from the ARP funds 

• Meet the State ARP reporting guidelines.  
 
About 15 people from the Welch Village area were present and supported the need for this 
project. The resolution passed to move forward. 
 
Request from the Board: 
I am requesting the Board’s approval for this public/private partnership and the use of 
$19,000 of American Rescue Plan funds for NUVERA’s Welch Village Broadband project, to 
be completed summer 2021. 
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Purpose of project: Nuvera has a long-standing partnership with Goodhue County, 

including a Customer Solutions Center located in the town of Goodhue, employees and 

many customers who live in Goodhue County. As a vital partner to the region, Nuvera is 

eager to continue supporting the success of residents and businesses by growing our 

critically important fiber Internet network.

How would this project benefit the public and why would it be a good use of taxpayer 

dollars? Fiber Internet is imperative to furthering the success of residents in the area who 

telecommute, engage in distance learning, or who simply wish to maintain a desirable quality 

of life, using the Internet for communications, gaming, entertainment and more.  

Why should this request be considered a priority for the people of Minnesota or 

Minnesota’s 2nd District? In order to successfully compete with other communities across 

Minnesota in terms of employment opportunities, educational resources, quality of life, and 

more, it is critical that Goodhue County continue to invest in broadband infrastructure.
