Byllesby Plat Update. Land Use Management Director, Lisa Hanni, reviewed the staff report and options with the
board and requested direction for the Lake Byllesby West Third plat.

Moved by C/Majerus, seconded by C/Anderson, and carried to approve to option lof the staff report and
postpone the plat recording for the Lake Byllesby West Third Plat until May 15, 2024, at which time all property
owners must pay the full year’s taxes in order to record the plat.

Wanamingo Landfill. Land Use Management Director, Lisa Hanni, reviewed the staff report with the board.

Glen Steberg, current operator of the landfill, spoke to the issue.
? Moved by C/Anderson, seconded by C/Greseth, and carried (4-1-0) with C/Majerus dissenting to approve option
1 of the staff report and direct staff to write a temporary agreement with the current operator to allow the current
process of collecting and disposing of pass-through materials, and collecting demolition debris in a dumpster
for disposal.

a. The County would continue to partner with the operator as in the past;

b. The County would be responsible for the disposal of the demolition debris (new cost);

c. The operator would have to apply for the CUP within 60 days after the adoption of the ordinance, or end

operations by May 1, 2024, whichever comes first.

After that deadline, the County would no longer partner with the operator, and the operator would be
responsible for the entire operation. The operator would be eligible to apply for a CUP for a Transfer
Station if allowed in that zoning district and with approval of the Township, bringing them into
compliance with the ordinance and requirements.

FINANCE DIRECTOR’S REPORT

Broadband Agreement with Nuvera. In 2021 the Goodhue County Board had earmarked $1,600,000 for the
expansion of Broadband service to unserved or underserved communities within Goodhue County. The funds initially
came from the Federal program American Rescue Plan Act, and Goodhue County established this Broadband
program to be used by established companies through the use of qualifying grants. At this time, six grants have been
approved for a total amount of $1,221,012, leaving $378,988 remaining to be distributed. Nuvera has requested
funds for a Broadband project in Cannon Falls Township. It was also noted that HBC has notified the county that they
will be submitting a grant application in the future.

The Board discussed the remaining ARPA funds of $378,988 earmarked for Broadband, in addition to using
$100,000 in contingency ARPA dollars. The consensus was to equally divide the total remaining amount of
$478,988 by the total number of passings (238) proposed by Nuvera and the pending HBC proposal. This equates to
funding each passing at $2,012.55.

10 Moved by C/Betcher, seconded by C/Majerus, and carried (4-1-0) with C/Greseth dissenting to approve using
the remaining $378,988 carmarked for broadband projects, in addition to $100,000 of ARPA contingency
dollars, and to approve the Goodhue County Nuvera Communications Broadband Development Agreement in
the amount of $277,733, which equates to $2,012.55 per passing.

2024 LEASE AGREEMENT

This Agreement is made by and between the Goodhue County Board of Commissioners,
Government Center, Red Wing, Minnesota, hereinafter referred to as "Lessor", and the
Goodhue County Health & Human Services Board, hereinafter referred to as "Lessee".

1. The Lessor grants and the Lessee accepts a Lease of the following described premises in the City of
Red Wing, County of Goodhue, Minnesota 55066, to wit:

Approximately twenty-seven thousand five hundred (27,500) square feet of office space in all
levels of the Citizen's Building located at 426 West Avenue.

2. The term of the Lease will be from January 1, 2024 through December 31, 2024. This lease hereby
supersedes all prior leases.

3. As rent for said premises, the Lessee agrees to pay to the Lessor the annual amount of $389,114 for
Calendar Year 2024. Lease is to be paid in quarterly installments of $97,278.50.

4. Lessor will be responsible for and pay all utilities (water, sewer, gas, electric, garbage, etc.) for the
premises as well as janitorial and maintenance services.

5. This Lease may be terminated by the Lessor or by the Lessee for any reason at any time upon giving
one-hundred twenty-(120)-day written notice to the other party.

6. Insurance/Liability

6.1 It shall be the duty of the Lessor to insure the building against damage from fire, tornado, civil
disorder or any cause whatsoever. It is expressly understood that Lessee assumes by this Lease no
liability for such damages, except as provided in this Lease.

6.2 Lessor and Lessee agree that each party will be responsible for its own acts and the results
thereof to the extent authorized by law and shall not be responsible for the acts of any others and
the results thereof. The Lessee’s liability shall be governed by the provisions of the Minnesota
Tort Claims Act, Minnesota Statutes, Section 3.736 and other applicable law.

6.3 Lessee agrees that Lessor assumes by this Lease no liability for the loss of Lessee's personal

property resulting from fire, tornado, civil disorder, theft or any cause whatsoever, except as may
be attributed to Lessor's negligence, acts or omissions by a court of law.

7. Maintenance and Repairs

7.1 1t shall be the duty of the Lessor to maintain, at its own expense, in working condition, all
appurtenances within the scope of this Lease including the maintenance of proper plumbing,
wiring, heating and cooling devices and ductwork.



7.2 Lessor shall, at its' own expense, make such necessary repairs so as to continue to provide all
such service appurtenances as are required by this Lease provided, however, that Lessor shall
not be responsible for repairs upon implements or articles which are the personal property of
Lessee, nor shall the Lessor bear the expense of repairs to the Leased Premises necessitated by
damage caused by Lessee beyond normal wear and tear.

8. Pursuant to Minnesota Statutes 1988, Section 16B.06, Subdivision 4, the books, records, documents
and accounting procedures and practices of Lessor relevant to this Lease shall be subject to
examination by the State and/or Legislative Auditor, during normal business hours and after
reasonable notice to Lessor.

9. Lessor agrees that in exercising its management responsibilities of the leased premises, including
particular and maintenance, repair, alterations and construction relating thereto, it shall comply with
all applicable laws, rules, ordinances, and regulations as issued by any political subdivision having
jurisdiction and authority in connection with said property.

REPORT SUMMARY

The Cannon Valley Trail (CVT) Joint Powers Board received approval by the Goodhue County Board of
Commissioners on July 18", 2023 that Goodhue County would be the sponsoring unit of government for the
Greater Minnesota Regional Parks and Trails Commission (GMRPTC) Grant Program application. The CVT
applied for grant dollars to replace one bridge and 4.5 miles of bituminous.

This memo is to update the Goodhue County Board of Commissioners that GMRPTC is recommending funding of
the Bridge and Trail Surface Replacement Project. The cost breakdown is:

Total Cost: $2,294,124

CVT Match 25%: $573,531

Grant Funds 75%: $1,720,593

The 25% match of $573,531 will be the responsibility of the CVT and be drawn from CVT Capital Improvement
and Reserve Funds.

GMRPTC will get final approval to distribute these grant funds to the CVT during the MN State Legislative
Session in the spring of 2024. After the Legislature officially awards the grant funds, the CVT will enter into a
grant contract with the State of MN.

BACKGROUND
The CVT has been active in applying for needed grants funds which ultimately improve the recreation along the
entire tire. Grants awarded to the CVT have included:
o safety grants allowing the purchase of safety equipment to help keep trail employees safe
acquisition grants to purchase property for future generations to enjoy
equipment grants to help maintain and improve the CVT
grants which have replaced 8 bridges
conservation grants to improve native areas and eradicate exotic species
grants to improve amenities and services

Overview:

Dale and Diane Olson (Owners) have submitted a “change of zone” request for a 13.92-acre parcel in
Pine Island Township to rezone the property from A1 (Agriculture Protection District) to R1
(Suburban Residence District) to allow the potential to establish one dwelling site.

The current A1 zoning classification does not allow dwelling establishment on the property due to the
A1 section density maximum of 4 dwellings. Section 08 of Pine Island Township currently has 16
dwellings, 15 within the A1 zoned portions of the section and one within a Conservation Subdivision
that was approved in 2022.

Project Summary:
Property Information:

The subject property consists of a single parcel comprising 13.92 acres. The parcel consists of
woodlands and approximately 1.4 acres of tilled cropland.

The property is currently zoned A1, Agriculture Protection District. Adjacent properties to the
west, north, and south across 480t Street are zoned A1. Land to the east is part of a Conservation
Subdivision approved in 2022 for one dwelling site.

The subject property is surrounded by medium-density residential development, woodlands, and
tilled cropland. There are 11 dwellings in the immediate vicinity on 480t Street and 1915t Avenue
Way.

The parcel is located less than 2 miles from the City of Zumbrota.

The property is not located within a Historic Preservation District. It is not anticipated that any
historic amenities will be negatively impacted as a result of the proposed rezone. The property is

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not located within any Shoreland or Floodplain districts.

Proposed Uses:

The Applicant has proposed to establish one dwelling on the south portion of the parcel if
rezoned. Septic system installation will be permitted by Goodhue County Environmental Health
and must be properly designed and inspected according to state and county rules.

Accessibility:

The dwelling would be accessed via 480t Street. The road authority, Pine Island Township, will
need to permit any new access points or construction work within their right-of-way.

Highway 52 is located 0.15 miles west of the property. Access to Highway 52 may be restricted
here during future MnDOT projects. The property would then be accessible via 480t Street from
195t Avenue to the east from Highway 60 BLVD to the north.

Planning Information:

The R1 District is intended to provide a district that defines and protects areas suitable for low to
medium-density residential development as the principal use of the land and to allow related
facilities desirable for a residential environment. It is also intended that the district allows
varying densities of development in accordance with the ability to provide water and sewer
facilities.

The property consists of woodlands with a tilled area at the southernmost point along 480t
Street. Section 08 does not contain any registered feedlots and there are no feedlots within 1,000
feet or 96% OFFSET distance.

The Prime Farmland Rating for Agriculture is as follows:

Staff performed a review of the surrounding area’s density and zoning classification for
consideration:

o There are 8 dwellings along 191t Avenue Way and on the north side of 480t Street, all
zoned A1 in Section 08. The parcels range in size from 0.51 acres to 7.56 acres. There are
two dwellings south of 480t Street in Section 17 of Pine Island Township also zoned At1.

» Seven of these existing dwellings were constructed between 1962 and 1974, prior
to zoning ordinances and building codes being enforced in Goodhue County. Only
the dwelling on parcel 39.017.0600 was constructed after this time (in 1978) with
a Special Use Permit. All of these dwellings were built on Prime Farmland.

o Between the 8 dwellings discussed in Section 08, there are only 3 septic systems. Parcel
39.008.3000 has a private septic system. Parcels 39.008.3701, 39.008.3700,
39.008.3600, 39.008.3601, and 39.008.2900 share a septic system that is located on
parcel 39.008.2900. These dwellings also share two wells. Parcels 39.008.3500 and
39.008.3400 share a septic system.

»  With this information in mind, these properties could be candidates for rezoning
to R1 due to their lot size, use, and configuration. The Planning Commission
discussed this during their meeting and has recommended that the County Board
direct staff to start the rezoning process for these dwellings by beginning
discussions with the property owners and the Township.

o The surrounding neighborhood area is similar to other R-1 Zoned areas in Goodhue
County given lot sizes, shared septic systems, and the use of the properties.

= Staff’s goal is to appropriately zone properties based on their use and location.
Similar projects to rezone properties from Agriculture to Residential have been
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undertaken in the past in Stanton Township.
Goodhue County Comprehensive Plan:

» The proposed rezone may conflict with the goals and objectives of the Goodhue County
Comprehensive Plan:

“Support the establishment of rural residences to provide rural living opportunities in the
unincorporated areas of Goodhue County”

“Work with Townships to evaluate and designate suitable residential sites that minimize
conflicts with agricultural and rural uses”

“Direct the location of new or replacement dwelling sites in areas that minimize loss or
conversion of prime agriculture soils”

The only portion of prime agricultural soils that would be impacted would be the 1.4 tilled acres
along 480t Street. The rest of the prime agricultural soils are located in the wooded area that is
not being used for agricultural purposes.

Pine Island Township:

Pine Island Township is aware that the Olsons intend to construct a dwelling on this property and
the Township has been made aware of the rezoning request. Township Supervisor Richard Miller
indicated during the PAC meeting that the Township would not object to the request to rezone the
property to establish one new dwelling. He also indicated the Township would be willing to work
with staff to rezone the properties along 1915t Avenue Way.

PAC Recommendation:
The Planning Advisory Commission recommends the County Board of Commissioners

e adopt the staff report into the record;

e accept the application, testimony, exhibits, and other evidence presented into the record; and
APPROVE the map amendment request from Dale and Diane Olson (Owners) to rezone 13.92
acres from A-1 (Agricultural Protection District) to R-1 (Suburban Residence District) and direct staff
to begin the process of rezoning existing properties along 191t Avenue Way and 480t Street in
Section 08 to R-1 by working with residents and Pine Island Township.
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Discussion continued among the Board and staff about the “easement” referenced in the letter. Staff
noted that the access in Section 02 is not an easement, it is land that will be connected to the
property in Section 03 to serve as legal access to a public road as required by the County
Subdivision Ordinance.

Heath Glassburn (4875 County 49 Blvd Dennison, MN 55018) noted that he was here representing
the Kohns as they were unable to attend.

ComunissionemrStenerson stated it could be best to send this back to the Township to discuss with
residents to fix this corner and rezoning the entire section or part of the section to a Residential
District.

Hanni stated that it may be best at this time to focus on the Olson’s request since they have come
forward now and make changes at a later date on cleaning up the rest of the area as seen in staff’s
recommendation. She prefers that zoning ordinances not single out certain Townships for certain

Areas of soils of a single taxonomic class rarely, if ever, can be mapped without
including areas of other taxonomic classes. Consequently, every map unit is made

up of the soils or miscellaneous areas for which it is named and some minor

components that belong to taxonomic classes other than those of the major soils.

Most minor soils have properties similar to those of the dominant soil or soils in the
map unit, and thus they do not affect use and management. These are called
noncontrasting, or similar, components. They may or may not be mentioned in a
particular map unit description. Other minor components, however, have properties
and behavioral characteristics divergent enough to affect use or to require different

management. These are called contrasting, or dissimilar, components. They

generally are in small areas and could not be mapped separately because of the
scale used. Some small areas of strongly contrasting soils or miscellaneous areas
are identified by a special symbol on the maps. If included in the database for a

given area, the contrasting minor components are identified in the map unit
descriptions along with some characteristics of each. A few areas of minor
components may not have been observed, and consequently they are not

mentioned in the descriptions, especially where the pattern was so complex that it

was impractical to make enough observations to identify all the soils and

miscellaneous areas on the landscape.

The presence of minor components in a map unit in no way diminishes the

usefulness or accuracy of the data. The objective of mapping is not to delineate
pure taxonomic classes but rather to separate the landscape into landforms or
landform segments that have similar use and management requirements. The
delineation of such segments on the map provides sufficient information for the
development of resource plans. If intensive use of small areas is planned, however,

23, 2023, for all non-union employees thereby ensuring that all employees remain on a single
pay grid.
